Paris, Jan. 2.— Security was 
the main theme of Premier Her. 
riot’s long awaited speech tn 
France’s foreign policy delivered 
before a great gathering in ihe 
Chamber of Deputies today- 

The Premier occupied two hours 
of his three and a half hours’ ad­
dress in draw ng up a vivid but 
dark picture of Germany’s act­
ivities in armaments while he dis­
posed of the problem of inter-Al- 
lied debts in a brief, hut neveithe 
less emphatic manner.

Never before since he assumed 
power has Mr Herriot spoken of 
Germany in the tones he used to 
day and although he had the en­
tire chamber, excepting the Com. 
munists applauding and cheering 
the general interpretation through 
out parliament was that his pur­
pose was deeper than merely 
catering to the right groups—- 
that it was a warning to the Brit' 
*sh government aga.nst the ev­
acuation of the Cologne zone. On 
he subject of interallied debts 

the Premier said:
“1 come to the question of inter- 
Allied debts. I shall speak very 
briefly thereon, for you have re­
marked how great is the suscept- 
bility of our friends and allies on 
this subject and you know how 
even the sublimest words and best 
sentiments risk at times being in­
terpreted in a regrettable way. 
what I do is to solemnly repeat 
once more What M. Viviani has 
said— France does not intend to 
repudiate her debts.
It is not the government over 

which I preside, attached as it is 
to respect for treaties and convent 
ons, that will disavow the prin­
ciple of debts which France has 
contracted.
•That being said, we have the 

right after the speech, filled with 
such useful figures by Mr Dubois, 
after Mr Martin's to appeal to the 
sentiments of solidarity of our Al 
lies and friends.
