Two Saints Canonized.
(Borne Correspondence ofPhltedelphta Cath­

olic Standard and Times.)

Forty thousand persons were as­
sembled in the First Temple of Chris­
tendom, St. PeterXBome, on Ascen­
sion Thursday, to witness the cere­
monies of canonization of the Blessed 
Zaooaria, founder of the Clerk's Re­
gular oi the Congregation of St Paul, 
popularly known as Barnabitee, end 
of Hesaed Peter Fourier, g»«*reI 
and Reformer of the Regular Canons 
of St. Saviour of the Imteran. The 
preparations for this great event, 
which had already «been referred to 
in the Catholic Standard and Tim: 
Verb in progress for mon ths JS' 
day from April 18 to the day of the 
ceremony the greet basilica was

silk or^wool—were used in draping 
the riamipoth arches, cornices, eta, 
and morsFthai, 5,000 pounds of wax 
candles were used in the illumina­
tions. While the finishing touches 
were being given to the ma­
terial preparations in the basilica, nave. From the centre of these

pee ranee of an immense workshop 
of diverse trades—tools, materials 
and other appurtenances meeting the 
eye at every turn. The arohi-eot 
director of every-branoh of arrange­
ment and labor within and without 
the Vatican Basilica preparatory to 
the canonisation was Professor Ar­
chitect Busiri-Vici, academician 
St. Luke, nominated expressly by 
Leo XIIf. Over seventy contracts, 
it is said, were signed with artisans, 
merchants and furnishers of every 
nature’of supplies. None save those 
minutely familiar with the vast pro­
portions of St. Peter’s could form 
an approximate idea of the oolossel 
needs of the occasion, and, although 
nothing could be begun in the way 
of preparation within the temple 
until after Raster, because of the 
ceremonies of Holy Week, neverthm 
less work was carried on in the shops 
of Genoa and of Rome, while the 
« Sampietrlni,” or workmen spe­
cially attached to the “ Fabbriea of 
St. Peter,” moat of whom live with 
their families on thereof of the ba­
silica, where their houses form a 
little village in themselves, were 
busied in preparing a truly coloesel 
movable scaffold, twenty-nine feet 
high, whence issue numerous air 
bridges, the invention of which is 
attributed to Michael Angelo Buon­
arroti, and of which the Sempietrini 
have, as it were, the monopoly, due 
to marvelous agility m their 
The movable scaffolding, made after 
a peculiar method, was Invented by 
Louie Bernini, blither to the cele­
brated Chevalier Bernini, and by its 
special mechanism enables the oper­
atives to attain the moat elevated 
points of the great temple. Fully 
60,000 yards oi material—velvet,

spiritual preparations were being 
made all over the city. By Ponti- 
fioel command, the Cardinal Vicar 
of Borne issued a fervent appeal to 
the faithful of the Eternal City to 
commend themselves devoutly to the 
intercession of the neo-saints. In 
this intent during the three day- 
preceding the eanoniAtion the Most 
Blessed Sacrament was solemnly ex- 
poasd in, the patriarchal basilicas, in 
order to obtain celestial favors, and 
special indulgences were conceded 
to all these who repaired thither to 
pray according to the intentions of 
the Sovereign Pontiff. In former 
times the Pop» repaired in person 
on all similar occasions to venerate 
the Most Holy in the several basili­
can; now, thanks tp the Italian ré­
volution, His Holiness must limit 
himself to visiting the Basiliee of St. 
Peter when oloeed to the public.

The only difference in Thursday’s 

oeiwmotitalfMdtfcqeç viieh occurred 
under the sovereignty of the Popes 
was that the external gates of St. 
Peter’s were oleeed and that tickets 
of admisefon to the Cathedral bad to 
be : obtained. The distribution of 
these tickets was in itself a giant 
task. The applications assumed 
snob oollgaal proportions—demands 
poeieg in daily, even from America 
wd other distinct lands—that the 
authorities, at their with’ end, decid­
ed to confide the.entire distribution 
to the présidant of the College o< 
Postulate», Mgr. Periooli. The 
supply, estimated at forty thousand, 
tirai soon exhausted, and this, not­
withstanding that the recent terrible 
catastrophe of the bazaar of charity 
in Paris oegakleraUy damped papu­
lar define to fake part™ the oaifni- 
zation. Many still remembered the 
incipient conflagration caused by the 
igniting of a bit of drapery near the 
en tabla tube of a latersl)ehapter at the 
canonization of 1867, the rush from 
the church of numbers of unneces­
sarily terrified women, whom no 
pergufisinoe could induce to return. 
They contrasted the ready means of 
exit at that time,- when all the doors 
were continually open, with the al­
most impossibility of escape should 
any disaster now occur, with rigfidy 
oloeed doors, opening for the most 
part inward, and, measuring the in­
evitable damage to life and limb 
certain to follow a panio amid ten 
to twelve thousand metres of burn­
ing stuff)», felling lights, eta, by the 
human hecatomb resulting from the 
combustion oi but 2,800 square 
metres of "drapery and similar light 
stuffs in Paris on May 4, declare the 
instinct of self-preservation one of 
the wisest lessons of nature, and 
deemed it more prudent to avoid the 
tike perilous possibili ties. Tbe Pope, 
in hie turn, deeply impressed by the 
late horror, issued the most stringent 
orders for all precautions to be ob 
served in the difficult and dangerous 
task of lighting the myriads of can 
dies within the basilica. It may be 
■remsrke<Mierethat Thursday’s cere­
mony was the third solemnity of that 
nature over which Pope Leo has pre 
sided, a oiroamstanee somewhat rare 
even in the -longest pontificates 
The two previous fonctions took 
place in the grand Aula of the Bene­
dictions, aboya the atriuyi pi the 
Vatican Basilica, transformed for 
the occasions into a magnificent 
chapel—St. Clare of Moetefafoo, St.

1881; in tbe second, which took

Hel­
ena, Longinus, Veronica and Andrew, 
in the four huge piers supporting the 
dome, were arazzi in form of standards, 
whereon are depicted the miracles 
wrought through the intercession of 
the new' saints. On the external 
facade of the basilica was an immense 
painting representing the apotheosis 
of tbe two Christian heroes, surmount 
ed by the Papal tiara; large artistic 
tablets with appropriate inscriptions 
found place above the principal door­
way of the edifice and Over the two 
lateral entrances. The pilasters with 
in the basilica were, as usual, decorat­
ed with- the, red- damask hangings, 
wrought with the armorial bearings of 
the Vatican Chapter, white their escut­
cheon, that of Leo XIII. and those

Enormous hangings in crim­
son velvet, heavily fringed in gold, 
»e*ring in the centre the Papal 

eeeetoheon, decorated the coloesel 
arches of the transept. The ten 
arches" of the central nave showed 
somewhat similar drapery in crim­
son silk, embroidered and fringed in 
gold, having in the centre a gilt 
escutcheon, pointed after the man-

THE OIBXMOHY.

Soon after 8 o’clock the strains of 
tbe “Are Maris Stella” heralded the 
approach of the inaugural procession 
from the Sistine chapel It was 
headed by representatives of the men­
dicant and monastic erderr, and was 
typical of the entjre ecclesiastical 
orders, from the students to the pre­
lates. Patriarchs and Cardinals, cul­
minating in the venerable figure of 
the Supreme Pontiff, Leo XIII, who 
was born on tbe sedia gestatoria, 
attended by the bearers of the tra­
ditional flabelli. The Pope were 
Pontifical tiara; in his left hand he 
carried a lighted candle, apd with his 
right hand be blessed tbe peqpje 
while traversing the nave. The pro­
cession _ halted at the altar of the 
Blessed Sacrament to permit the Pope 
to make adoration. Then, after the 
Pontifical Noble Gnard bad presented 
arms, His Holiness proceeded to the 
apse and seated himself upon tbe 
throne, on the steps of which were 
grouped twelve assistant archbishops 
and bishops.

the Pope intoned the Litany of the 
Saints. -Alter the second request be 
intoned the «* Veni Creator.” After 
tbe third request tbe Pope, wearing 
the mitre of doctor of the Ohnrch, 
proclaimed the new saints. He then 
authorised the official act of proclama­
tion and afterward intoned the “Te 
Deum,” in which the entire congre­
gation joined. At the same time the 
bells of t ta: Vatican and of the basilica 
were pealedl, and they set ringing the 
bells of all the churches in Borne. 
The canonization being completed, 
Carding! Luigi Oregli di Santo Stefano, 
dqan of the Sacred College and Oam- 
erlengo of the Holy Roman Church, 
celebrated Mass. The offertory to 
lowed, at which special gifts, emblem­
atic of the canonization, were pre­
sented to the Pope. They included 
five colored decorated candles, two 
loaves of bread emblazoned with the 
arm* of Leo XIIL in gold and silver, 
two casks, one gilded and containing 
wine and tbe other silvered and con­
taining water, and, finally, three cages. 
In the first cage were turtle doves, in 
the second rock doves, and in the 
third smaller birds, all symbolical of 
the virtues of the Blessed Zaccaria 
and the Blessed Fourier.

XXPBNSX or CAXOKIZATION.

Tbe expenses of tbe canonisation, 
which are naturally very heavy are 
(bared in a great measure by the pos­
tulations of the two saints, aided by 
generous contributions from the res­
pective dioceses, relatives and reli­
gious families to which they bad be­
longed during life. Thus in the 
case, of Blessed Courier, the diocese 
of St. Die, has, It is stated, forwarded 
the sum of 100,000 francs, while tbe 
immediate family relatives of this 
sainted “ apostle of Lorraine,” who 
lived in the time of Cardinal Richeteu 
have been equally lavish in their off­
erings. By a coincidence sirailiar to 
that of the beatification of the Lazar- 
ist Father John Gabriel Perboyre, 
when his brother and sister, both reli­
gious of the same Congregation of the 
Mission and spiritual children of the 
great St Vincent of Paul were by 
rare privilege enabled to assist at that 
solemn function, so two relatives of 
Blessed Fourier, Count Fourier de 
Bacourt, ten years since Charge d’Af­
faires of France successively to the 
courts of the Quirinal and the Vati­
can, and Count Paul Fourier de Se­
court were present at the solemn can­
onisation qf their sainted relative. 
Count Fourier de Bacourt reached 
Rome early in January, 1897, bearer 
ol 100,000 francs, his personal offer­
ing, partly towards the expenses of 
the canonization and partly to defray 
the outlay of the renovation of the 
little national Church of St. Nicholas 
of the Lorraine, wherein is an altar 
dedicated in honour of Blessed Peter 
Fourier. Strange to say, the cele- 

. bra ted phalansterian, Charles Fourier, 
belonged to the same family as Bles­
sed Peter.

Peter Rrorier de Matiancourt,

(the Blessed Peter) was k religions

raine, November 30, 1565, He died 
at Grey, December 9, .1640. He 
studied rfaetorie tt Port-a-Mausson 
under Pete Bannin and philosophy 
under Pere Sermond. He gave him 
self up after completing his studies 
|o the greatest piety and entered the 
tbbey of Regular Canons of Port-a- 
Mousson when but 20 years of age. 
Later he was elected cura of Malian- 
court. He reorganized the Regular 
Canons of the Order of. Sauveur of 
Tograine and established the Order 
efNuos df Notre Dame, whose duty 
*as to educate young girls, their in­
stitution being approved by the bull* 
of Pope Paul V., dating from Febru­
ary 1, 1615, to October 6, 1616. 
Father Fourier retired to Gray during 
the Lorraine wars and died therein
the odor of sanctity. He was beat! 
fied m Rome on January 29, 1730. 
Antonia Maria Zaccaria was born in 
Cremona in the beginning of the sir 
teenth century. He displayed great 
talent and many virtues in his youth, 
and upon completing his studies re­
ceived a diploma as * doctor of medi­
cine. Shortly afterward he felt him­
self called upon to cure souls as well 
as bodies. He educated himself for 
an ecclesiastic and, livipg as he did in 
the times of the so called Reformation 
he exerted all his eloquence to turn 
people from the fever of ths Reform 
ation sentiments and to obtain the 
sanctification of souls, for which pur- 
poie bespread the devotion to the 
Blessed Sacrament. He is said to be 
the instigator of the “ Triduum.” As 
be knew that he could not perpetuate 
his work AfeukoncetYed the idea of 
forming a society to assist him. Bar­
tholomew Ferrari and James Mar- 
iggia were his collaborators. These 
two men were of noble birth and 
founded the Society, of the Priest’s of 
St. Pan', in Milan. From tbe begin­
ning this congregation received great 
favor from Popes Clement VII. and 
Paul III. on account of their services 
to the Church. He also founded an 
order of nuns of St. Angelica—Angels
