! The stupendous, snd, we may say, the
awful even'e, tidinge of which have been
coming to ue doring the las( few months,

| earthquake-throes. frum the other side of
{ the world, must have movéd every mind
capable of thought to its deepest thinking.
 The awfulness of this tremendous crisis in
! human affuirs, to our minds, lies especially
1 in thisy=—that men, civilized men, are now
