Ottawa, April 27.—In the House of 
^Commons today the Premier moved 
that a special committee be appointed 
composed of I'. B. Carvell, ot Carle- 
ton, N.B.; Edward MacDonald, v1j 
Picton and Victor GeofTrion, of Oil a m- 
bley and Vercheres, who arc Liberals; 
and Samuel Barker (Winnipeg) and 
Haughfoh, Lennox, of Soiith Sitncoe; 
who are Conservatives, to investigate 
Major Hodgins’ charges. R. L. Bor­
den pointed out that Mr. Parent’s 
statement was based on reports pub­
lished by the Manitoba Free Press and 
Winnipeg Telegram, while the Van­
couver papers’ reports were not dis­
tinguished by such vagueness in the 
accusations. He wished the motion 
changed to widen the scope -beyond 
the charges of the Winnipeg papers. 
The Premier replied that it was his 
intention to have all the charges in­
vestigated. Mr. Parent’s statement 
was based on all the statements avail­
able at tile time, but he was willing to 
let the motion go over until to-morrow 
to give cognizance to other1 charges.

Continuing his speech on the post 
office department, Hon. Mr. Lemieux 
said, regarding rural delivery, that 
comparisons were unfair. Canada hud 
a postal revenue of nine millions and 
a population of 7.000,000, the United 
States had a'postnl revenue of $180,- 
000,000 and a population of 82,000,000. 
He. was himself anxious to give free 
delivery, but was sure western far­
mers could never be convinced that 
they should pay for the east to enjoy 
luxuries they could not have. The 
expenditure in the States for this rural 
delivery increased to $37,000,000 and 
war far from a revenue raiser.

Labels Would Set Back Trade. 
David Marshall vigorously objected 

to the third reading of Hon. Mr. 
Fisher’s bill to amend tlic Meat and 
Canned Goods Act and to Ralph 
Smith’s amendment, epiibling the pur­
chaser to put his name on instead of 
the packer. He «lid not object to a 
special label, provided the packer’s 
name was retained. Any other would 
hi' tile cause of a set laick to trade. 
This view was opposed by Ralph 
Smith and Adam Zimmerman (Liber­
al, Hamilton), as the ‘wholesaler, by 
placing a distinctive label would 
assume the msppnbbility.

Jackson (Conserva­
tive, E. Elgin), moved to refer the bill 
back to the committee, of the whole 
house. Hon. Mr. Fisher consented 
on condition that tl)e discussion be

Hon. Mr. Lemieux, replying to 

question put by Ralph Smith, of 
Nanaimo, gave some interesting parti­
culars of the proposal recently madi 
to' the government to establish a Jap­
anese farming community on irriga­
tion lands in the west. He read 
letter received from the. late" Charles 
Drinkwater, of the C.P.R., dated 
March 25, 1908, in Which Mr. Drink- 
water said that the year before the 
company had received from Japanese 
gentlemen a proposal to buy a block 
if land and cut it up into small farms 
for Japanese agriculturists. He add­
ed that he had just received a cable 
from the Japanese gentlemen saying 
that two hundred Japanese were will­
ing to leave the Phillipiiie Islands for 
Canadq. on March 30. Hon. Mr 
Oliver replied that if the proposed ar­
rangement was in the nature of a con­
tract it could not be apvroved. A 
limited number of domestics or farm 
laborers could be admitted direct from 
Japan, but under the regulations re 
ceiitly passed, they could not be 
brought from the Phillipiiies. Hon 
Mr. Lemieux added that this was the 
Ally application received by the gov 
eminent.

Armstrong's Criticism.
On motion to go into supply, Jos. E 

Armstrong (Conservative, East Lamb 
ton), after discussing the present posi­
tion of the post office with regard to 
weekly papers, said the minister ap­
peared to be backing down to the; 
weeklies, that he should come out and 
acknowledge he had made a serious 
blunder. He also strongly criticized 
the purchase Of the Lady Evelvii, 
a steamer for transferring the mails at 
Rimouski, declaring the cost to be 
sixty thousand and to entail an an­
nual outlay of thirty thousand to ilo 
the work done by contract for fou 
thousand annually.

It was further alleged y-tliat the 
minister and his friends took a pica 
sure cruise in the steamer before 
started Work. He asked if the weigh 
ing of the- mails were under proper 
supervision. He criticized the delay 
in regard to the one cent drop rate 
for towns, the delay providing cheaper 
service in smaller towns and mail de­
livery, and closed with a declaration 
that rural delivery would he a revnue 
producer. Hon. Mr. Lemieux replied 
that the postal charges were instru 
mental in keeping out undesirable 
publications through from the States.

HE RESENTS THE ABUSE.

Archie McNee Would Sell His Fishing 
Lease For a Song.

Ottawa, April 30.—The inquiry into 
the fishery leases was concluded with 
he evidence of Archie McNee, proprie­

tor of the Windsor Record, who said 
his attention was first drawn to the 
possibilities of James Bay by certain 
fishermen in liis district who had been 
much disturbed by the working of 
American regulations, and who asked 
lim to see if it were not possible to 
secure fresh fields tor operations. He 
secured a twenty-one year lease on 
condition that a company with one 
million dollars capital was organized 
tp make the exploitations and develop 
the industry. So far all 
tlie company had fade 
had been to develop %he resour 
his country, but iff he were now 
offered the whole of 
free gift he would not accept it if it 
meant tin* continuance of the abuse 
with which he had been showered. 
He had been paying a yearly rent of 
$10, hut if the government would pay 
him back the sums he had paid they 
could cancel the lease at once.
