SETTLERS FIGHT FIRES.

In Gilt Edge District, Near Wain-\

wright, Which Was "Swept by
Flames. :

Wainwright, October 6.—The e¢n-
tire Gilt Edge district, sixteen miles
north: of here, has been: swept by
flames. _F. Luter lost a house and
effects; W. Gallagher lo8t his house;
while Mathews lost stable, oats and
hay; C. Lyons lest hay and c:etf'.w.

1t was the - fiercest fire in the
history of the district, flames leaping
forty foot fire guards. The settlers
have been fighting the flames for a
week, but have little chance of
stopping the fire as the country is as
dry as tinder.

Fierce prairie fires are raging
north of town since early in the
day gnd smoke has been almost un-
bearable on "the streets. It is 1
ported that several settlers have lost
everything.

Citizens expect to be called out to
fight fires before morning. The fire
which was burning near Buffalo park
south of here yesterday is now under
control, ‘being surrounded by fire-
guards and will gradually die. 5

Fifty men have just left for a point
north of town to -assist the citizens
in fighting the prairie fires.

WESLEY'S JOURNALS ON PRESS.

First Volume of Work That Has
Taken Years to Prepare for Pub-
lication.

London, October 6.—The first
volume of the authorized and com-
plete ‘edition of Wesley’s journals,
which the Methodist - Publishing
House has had in_active preparation
for several years’ is almost ready
for publication. It  contains re-
searches into the early history of the
founder of Methodism made by the
editor, Rev. Nehemiah <Curnock.
Several years ago Mr. Curnock was
allowed access to the original early
diaries of Wesley, now in the posses-
gion of Russell Colman. With the
aid of his camera, Mr. (‘un;oc‘k
copied the whole of the precious little
volumes, taking thousands of plates,
and preparing thousands of prints
from them. With these fascimiles
before him Mr. Curnock began the
tusk of redding the diaries. Upormr
one of the pages of one of the diar-
jes, jotted down amid calculations
and  notes, Mr. Curnock found twoO
sefies of létters, Wesley had locked
up in the diary mames of persons,
and places, and events in his life at
Oxford in the belief that they would

'be read by his eyes only.

SAFE CRACKERS AT LIBERTY

: Ottawa Free Press Comments on Ad-
ministration of School Lands,

Ottawa, Oct. 8.—With policemen
and gpecial constables stationed along
every road, scores of volunteer searcn-
ers watching upon a hundred hill
tops from North Wakefield, of Chel-
sea, and -all boats along the river
securely- locked at their anchorage ‘o
prevent their use by fleeing men,
three notorious criminals who robbed
the safe of Ellards store at Wrignt
village and later. figured in the mid-
night fight with the Dominion police-
men -at North Wakefield, were still
uncaptured at a late hour this after-
noon. All last night the woods in
the vicinify of Wakefield, where the
men were seen early yesterday morn-
ing were diligently searched without
result and again today search was
resumed with undimir“'shf-rl vigor.
The fear that the men"may escape
seems to grow as hours pass without
the robbers being captured. It is
thought that the desperadoes are
James Courtnéy, James Kelly and
John Clarke, three safe crackers who
es¢aped from Mount Clemens, Michi-
gan jail, in July lIs=st.

Administration of School Lands.

The Evening Press, commenting
on a digpatch from Winnipeg to the
effect that the three prairie provinces

authorities for power to administer
their own school lands, says: “Should
the statement prove correct, it w-il
produce a most remarkable situation.
Two provinces, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta, accepted autonomy wupon the
basis of what they should receive
from the Dominion, which should ad-
minister school lands. Politicians
in Ottawa cannot see any reason for
a change at the present time.

“Subsidies to the provinces will
have to be redistributed after the
census of 1911 and it would not wue
surprsing if the answer of the Domin-
ion was to be that the west must wait
until that time for any discussion of
the financial arrangements.”

DIFFICULT TO GET EVIDENCE

In the Crusade Against Winnipeg’'s
Underworld,

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 8.—Segrega-
tion cases, as they are known in po-
lice circles, were on at the police
court this afternoon. $ix of the twen-
ty-eight cases pending were called,
the outcome being two dismissals and
four remands in the hope of securing
further evidence. The evidence se-
cured by the police amounted to
nothing and merely emphasized the
difficulty of securing convictions or
this offence. Morality officers had no
direct evidence and were unable to
present anything beyond their know-
ledge of the' general reputation of
these houses in question and women
who occupied them.

PROVINCE SWEPT
BY PRAIRIE FIRES

Except in Calgafy, Vermilion, and
Kinsella Districts Losses by
Settlers are Slight.

In view of the very indefinite re-
ports which have been received from
time to time, of losses to settlers in
various parts of the province by pra-
irie fires, the Bulletin has resured
authentic reports from local. corres-
pondents as to the true state of af-
fairs. It would appear that the dam-
age has not been general; and that
the danger has been considerably ie-
duced by heavy rain on Wednesday
night. As far as the C.N.R. and &.
T.P. lines east of Edmonton are con-
cerned, it appears the losses to set-
tlers by fire, except in the Vermilion
district ,have been very slight.- The
worst reports come from the Calgary
district to the north and east of that
city, where the losses in the face of
approaching winter are such as to
cause a probable request to be made
to the provinecial government for as-
sistance.

Along the C. N.R.

A correspondent from Lamont tele-
graphs that the immediaté vicinity
of the town has escaped prairie fires
so far this season. South of Elk
Lake park fires have beéen burning in
the forest reserve, doing considerable
damage to standing timber, but no
losses are reported by the settlers.
North and northeast of the town fires
have destroyed a number of hay
stacks, also an occasional stack of
grain, but there is no report of any
buildings having been destroyed, and
the losses are comparatifely small.

From Mundare there is not a sing.e
loss by prairie fires to report and at
Chipman prairie fires are said to be
partly stopped with very little dam-
age done so far.

Serious Losses at Vermilion.

The report from Vermilion is to the
effect that fierce prairie and bush fires
which have been raging in the dis-
trict during the past two weeks, but
have been checked by the heavy rain
which fell on Wednesday evening.

The high winds, however, which fol- §

lowed, have fanned the smoulderiag
ashes and in some places the fires are
still burning. No 1urther trouble’ is
anticipated however. The following
is -a list of a few settlers who suffered
Goode nothing left but dwel-
ling; Fleming, all outbuildings, ma-
chinery and four stacks of - ghain
burned; Hazleton, 65 acres of grain,
a horse and some pigs; Young, com-
pletely burned out; J. Winters, out-
buildings and hay burned; Schofield,
i0 stacks of oats; Jacklin, stacks of
oats; Loveless,. 5 stacks of grain;
McLeod, all buildings burned; Bird,
stables ‘and one horse. Reports of
severe losses are coming in from all
gections and with the winter coming
on much suffering will be experienc-
ed. The losses are more serious ow-
ing to the unfavorable seasons of the
past.

Along the G. T. P.

Localities along the G. T. P. have
very few complaints to make. At To-
field the fires are hearly out and very
little damage has been. done. Viking
and Holden report fires Q'Xli1)2\1i>]\t"]
and some quantity of hay burned, but
otherwise no damage. No fires have
appeared in the Ryley district as yet.
At Irma firds have raged to a consid-
erable exteniti and reports of damage
done appear:/to be serious. A ‘great
deal of the prairie- at Kinsella has
been burned over, bringing destruec-
tion to hundreds. of tons of hay and
considerable live stock and household
effects. Wainwright reports that the
heavy rains of Wednesday night have
put out the fires in the district and
little damage has been suffered.

In Calgary District.

Joe Belville, a settler living north-
east of Calgary, has acquainted the
Calgary press with the situation in
his district. He tells of some mirac-
ulous escapes from the flames. The
only fatality he heard of was the
burning of the Norwegian, Segelstad,
whose death has already been reported
in the Bulletin. The damage to set-
tlers Mr. Belville could not attempt
to estimate, but on the trip down to
the Red Deer he only saw a.few hay-
stacks left out of the many that had
dotted the prairie previously. . Many
settlers have lost all they had. Five
famiiies have ‘already arrived in
Brooks, who have“practically lost all
they had. One man he saw coming-in
on the trail who had only the clothes
he stood in. What the unfortunate
vietims are going to do he is unable
to say,

Terrible Speed of the Flames.

The stories told by.some of the peo-
pie who passed through the ordeal are
marvellous. Ohe man whom Belville
was talking to said that he was in his
shack when he saw the fire coming.
There was no chance to get away, the
fire was coming at such speed. He
stood outside and watched the flames
approaching, until the fire -actually
drove him inside, which was some
little time before the™ fire actually
reached where his house was. With
an awful roar and. a glare like an
inferno the fire passed and in a few
minutes the worst was passed and
he ventured outside. His little shack
had caught fire in some places and
with a supply of water he put these in-
cipient fires out and the flames swept
along jn its awiul work of destruetion.
He estimated that the flames were ten
feet higher than his shack.

Belville saw a team of horses all
gcorched, which a little boy had rush-
ed through the flames when surround-
ed. He had no chance to run before
the fire, so when he saw he was #o
be surrounded he dashed the téam
through the encircling danger and got
through without serrous. injuny.

Requests are coming into Calgary
for immediate asistance to the suffer-
ers in the district. It is suggested
that a car of potatoes, onions, cab-
bage, <darrots and beets should .be
shipped out at once. Later lumber and
seed grain might ‘'be shipped. Three
funds for assistance are suggested:—

1—Government fund to loan seed.

2>Calgary fund to sell at cost for
three months,

3—Calgary fund-4e-give outright to.
the needy.
