1. Every instrument shall be  stamp-
ed on its face, when possible.

2, Cancellation of stamps shall be
made by the person cancelling, writ-
ing, printing. or perforating his name
or initials with date across stamp.

3. Bills of Exchange, Chegues, Pro-
missory Notes, Bills of Lading, Ship-
ping Receipts, and Charter Parties
shali-be stamped and the stamps there-
on cancelled as follows:—

(a) Bills of Exchange, Cheques and
Promissory Notes drawn or
made in the Colony by the per-
son signing the same; provided
that in the case of a cheque on
a Banker, the Banker to whom
it is presented may, if it is un-
stamped, stamp the same and
cancel the stamp.

Bills of Exchange, Cheques and
Promissory Notes drawn or
made outside-the Colony by the
person in the Colony into whose
hands any such bill, cheque or
note shall come unstamped be-
fore he in any manner negoti-
ates or pays the same.

France, and who. has since distin-
guished himself at the head of his
own troops is intensely popular
supjects. ;

BHe has none of the-vices of his
late - uncle, King Leopold hnd in
fact, is in- almost every reéspect the
direct opposite of the late monarch.

King Albert is the second' sen of
the Count of Fianders who was the
younger brother of Leopold. Albert’s
elder brother died, and as Teopold
had no son, he b2came the heir to
the throne, as women are ‘debarred
under the ;Belgian laws,  On the
death of hisfather, several years ago,
Albert inherited a large fortune.

The King's full name is- Albert
Leopold Clement Maria Mainrad.
His mother was the Princess Maria
of Hohenzollern, .and he was born
April 8, 1875. His paternal grand-
mother was a .danghter of Louis
Philippe, King of France. He is
finely educated, and as thoroughly
unoster.tatious. Stubborness of
purpose is the chief characteristic
he inherited from his Hohenzollern
mother.

He is fond of athletics, and be-
cause of this haschanged a naturally
delicate consitution into one much
more robust.

HIS HEALTH WAS POOR.

At the time of his elder brother’s
tragic and mysterious death a few
vears ago his delicate health gave
rise to universal fears that he would
not live to grow to manhood. Heis
tall and soldierly-looking, well set up
and always had the reputation of be-
ing of a far more studious tempera-
ment than his brother, Pince Ban-
douin.

The latter met his death under cir-
cumstances still shrouded with mys-
tery, in a house situated in one of
the most fashionable thoroughfares
of the Belgian capital, which has
remained untenanted ever since; and
is pointed out to strangers as a scene
of a trrgedy which, according to pop-
ular rumor, bore many etriking an-
alogies to that at Meyerling which,
cost the Crown Prince of Austria his

life.

The King bas been an extensive

trayeler, * Hethagy isifed every coun-
try in’ Europe, and visited the United
States in 1898, A-devotee of the bi-
cycle, he has always preferred that
to horseback riding.

Queen Elizabeth became the wife
of King Albert fourteen years ago,
their wedding having been celebrated
in royal state on Oct. 1, 1900. Their
union was described at the time as a
genuine love match, and, it was said
they had similar and congenial
tastes. Both are highly educated
and fond of literature, music, and
art.

Queen Elizabeth, who was a Ba-
varian princess, is strikingly hand-
some woman. She has a long, oval
face, with fine features, and Uoasts
of hair of a pale golden tint that sur-
rounds her head like an aureole.
She has traveled extensively with
her father and mother, one of her
trips extending into the interier of
Siberia. Music is a passion with
her, and she is an accomplished
violinist. Asa horsewoman she is
without fear, and as her aunt, the
Empress of Austria.

ﬁet and wrote a play entitled ‘‘ Ro-
munda, >’ which was prodaced in
Brussels in March, 1908, causing a
stir in the Belgian cap‘tal.
