By De­
cember it is thought jsthat the market 
will be clean and roady for the new 
catch. Big prices ftom the nets aie 
likely to be asked by the Green Bay 
fishermen.

LOBSTERS.—The fc total catch for 
1918 Is estimated afe'4,780 cases, a de­
crease of 1,720 cases. The price In 
the city Is now 82U60 to $22 per case 
ot 48 one pound flats.

PROVISION 8.—the Food Control 
Board Regulations!- published last week 
fix a maximum pïtee on Sugar, Flour 
of all grades, and Molasses, and pro­
vide severe penalities for selling above 
the prices so fixed. At the same time 
there Is nothing' to prevent dealers 
from selling under the regulated fig- 
urea. War Standard Flour Is selling 
now at $14.60 wholesale. Imports are 
70.000 barrels less than last year to 
date.

, me names of these towns and rivers 
mentioned in the dispatches from the 
west front? They look like mere 
geography; but there are stories in 
them. Names like Boissons and 
Rhelms and Verdun, Aisne and Marne,
Meuse and Moselle, are our closest 
memorials of men and communities 
seen now but dimly through the haze 
of 2000 years and more.

The sound and the spelling may 
have changed. Why should they nDt,

. when Celt and Roman took them 
from each other, and when Visigoth 
and Burgundian, Frank ap<$ / Norse­
man took them in turn from both?

Some ot the names have been 
shortened. Verdun, for instance used 
to be Verodunum, Just as Noyon has 
been compressed from Noviodnum, 
and as Metz, or Mettis, has kept but 
a hint of Medlamat ices. Some have punlfty. 
been smoothed. Thus the Aisne used 
to he that Axons in which Caesar’s 
trained legionaries washed their tu 
nies. And the Marne, by which At- 
tilla’s Huns watered their sweating 
horses fourteen centuries ago," was 
still earlier the Matrona. Most ot the 
names have taken on disguise 
Rhelms, for instance, when Caesar 
knew it, was simply Reml; and Aix 
In those days was Aquae, the Latin 
word tqr springs.

The River Meuse, of course, was 
the Mosa; and the little Mosa—the 
Moselle—is to-day the Moselle. Just 

all Provence was Rome’s "Pro- 
vincla” or province, so Cologne was 
a Roman "Colonie" or settlement.

of Sweden to Charles XI. and Ms 
Queen upon the birth of Charles XII.
