TORONTO HEALTH MINISTER AD-.
YOCATES USE OF SCHICK TEST.

TORONTO, Nov. 22 — (Canadian
Press)—"“By the intelligent applica-
tion of the knowledge we now possess
the human race shortly can be made

fmmune to the disease of diphtheria; |
and it need no longer be retained on |
the list of communicable diseases,” |

says a statement just issued by Dr.
.C. J. O. Hastings, Minister of Health
for the city of Toronto.
_ By the application of what is known
as the Schick test, the statement says,
it is now possible to determine what
number of children in a group are
susceptible to diphtheria, and by the
use of toxin-antitokin they c¢an be
made immune and will not contract
the disease,~no matter how much they
may be exposed to it.

Dr, Hastings asks for the co- opera-
tion of parents or guardians with the
medical profession and the Depart-

ment of Public Health in safeguarding
the 1¥¥€s of the children through ap- |
