Dr. Livingstone and His Boute.
Roderick J. Murchison, writing to the 

London Times, of the 14th ult., respect­
ing the fate of Dr. Livingstone says :—

1 have the satisfaction to inform you 
that the despatches which have just been 
received from Her Majesty’s Consul at 
Zinzibar, Mr. Churchill, and the Vice- 
Consul, Dr. Kirk, confirm officially the 
accounts respecting Dr. Livingstone read 
before the Royal Geographical Society at 
their last meeting on the 9th inst., and 
published in the newspapers on the 10th 
inst. Through the kindness of Lord 
Stanley, copies of these despatches have 
been transmitted to the Society, and will 
be laid before their next meeting on the 
9th of January, together with the deposi­
tions of the several natives who were in­
to roga ted, all of whom agreed substan­
tially in their statements. It further ap­
pears from the evidence obtained that 
the member of the caravan to whom the 
white traveler entrusted letters for. the 
EngVeh Congul at Zinzibar was one of 
the attendants of Burton and Speke when 
they formerly travelled to* this very Lake 
Tanganyika, up the West side of which 
we have now every reason to lielieve 
Livingstone is proceeding. The bearer 
of the letters having been detained for 
purposes of trade was expected at Zanzi­
bar in the course of a month, and then 
our anxieties will be set at rest. In the 
meantime, to cheer us up respecting the 
fate of our great traveler, I cannot do 
better than quote the following phrase 
from Mr. Churchill’s despatch. “ To all 
appearances this enterprising traveler is 
Dr. .Livingston and no other.” Again, 
on his part, Dr. Kirk, after maturely 
weighing the testimonies, writes. “We 
are thereloro forced to the conclusion that 
in all probability we have obtained in­
formation of Dr. Livingstone.” The 
public ought also to bo informed that, 
according to the route through the Afri­
can interior, pointed out in the written in­
structions furnished to Livingstone by 
the Royal Geographical Society, the place 
where the white traveler has been seen 
corresponds with the point which Living- 
ought to have reached at the time indi-

London, Jan. 4, evening.—The Gov­

ernment is almost continually in receipt 
of information relative to the movements 
of the F enians. The public excitement 
caused by the recent operations of the 
Brotherhood has by no means abated. To­
day despatches have been received from 
Cork giving details of another Fenian 
movement in that locality. A body of 
Fenians last night surreptitiously ente.r-* 
ed the magazine in that city and un­
challenged, carried away more than half 
a ton of blasting powder. There is no 
clue to the perpetrators of this mischief. 
The people stand aghast at the effront­
ery of the Fenians. The clergy of Lim­
erick have affixed their signatures to a 
document declaring that there cannot be 
any permanent peace in Ireland unless it 
is treated like Hungary.

Florence, Jan 4.—Menabrea, the Prime 
Minister, has been given publicity to a 
number of private letters, proving that 
Baron Ratazzi was fully apprised of the 
recent movement of Garibaldi against 
Rome and favoured it ; he also lent the 
insurgents his valuable influence and 
assistance.

London Jan. 4.—The Turkish envoy 
at Vienna will start for London immedi­
ately, to ask the protection of the Eng­
lish Government against the intrigues 
of Russia.

Late despatches from Japan state that 
the Christians who had been imprisoned 
and persecuted in Nagasaki have been 
released.

American Despatches.
Havana, Jan. 4—An attempt was made 

to burn the store of the San Ciprian Com­
pany : four clerks arrested on suspicion. 
Captain-General Lersendi published an 
order calling a court martial for the trial 
of robbers and incendiaries. These mea­
sures meet with universal favor.

Cincinnati!, Jan. 4th—Further pertieu- 
lars of the explosion of the Henry Dean, 
state that J. W. Rider was killed, three 
deck hands burned to death, cabin boy 
fatally injured, and several others badly 
burned or otherwise injured. The boat 
was heavily laden with four hundred brie 
oil, salt and potatoes, all of which is a to­
tal loss.

New York, Jan. 5th—A special to the 
Herald says the eruption of Vesuvius has 
become quite alarming. A perfect river 
of fire was running down the volcana 
and nearing the town of Cercala. The 
volcanic action is accompanied by shocks 
of earthquake and detonations as loud as 
the roar of artillery.

English mail advices to 24th December 
state that five British ships of war had 
gono in search of armed ships without 
legal papers, The commanders of all 
ships in commission hâve been ordered to 
adopt every necessary precaution, especi­
ally at night, to protect ships from insidi­
ous attacks. Guard boats and steam 
launches are to be kept on duty. The 
dropping of torpedoes are most feared by 
the government.

The First Parliament of Canada.- 
The Montreal Gazette says: “In these days 
of Legislative ceremonies and assemblies, 
it may be well to record that the First 
Parliament of Canada met in Quebec, 75 
years age,(19th Dec., 1792) under a pro­
clamation issued by Guy Carleton, Lord 
Dorchester, who was not .present, how­
ever, when the two houses convened in 
the Castle of St. Louis. In his absence 
Licut-Governor Sir Alurcd Clarke repre­
sented “farmer George" of happy mem­
ory, and read the first speech from the 
Throne ever delivered in Canada before 
fifteen members of the Legislative Coun­
cil, and fifty members of the Legislative 
Assembly, after which. the latter house- 
proceeded to the election of tlie Hon.
Wm. Smith as Speaker. These old dry 
dust member^ must have presented a 
curious spectacle. Knee breeches, full 
buttoned coats and the wigs, were then 
the height of fashion, bet we question if 
all the members were endued with them.
A goodmld fashioned toque, radiant with 
blue Jr scarlet, surely must have peeped 
up lyre and there and over the i unies 
anjniob majors of the Miramonts and 
#6randisons on the benches and more than 
one sound, honest, homespun coat, of 
that familiar blue or gray which still 
forma such a striking feature in the cos­
tume of the French Canadian habitant.
