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Governmeut Ymmigration Poliey.
The following is Mr. Blake's speech in

the House on Friday, on the motion for
passing the item of $80,000 in the esti-
mates for immigration purposes :—

Mr, Blake said that, according ta the
promise of the Provincial Treasurer, he
would state as far as possible what the
Government meant to do with this sum.
They proposed that assistance ghonld be
given at the rate of $6 per head, the
same allowance being given indifferently
to individuals, bodies, or corporations
who fulfilled the conditions imposed.—
Persons in respect of whom the money
was to be given shounld first be approved
by persons, responsible to the Govern-
ment, either in London or tho shipping
ports; secondly, thoy should eome to
this country; and thirdly, they should
take np their residence here for three
months. On these conditions a sum of
| #6 per standard adult, and 2 proportion-
| ate sum for_children should bo peyable
by the Government. There were now i
thé British Isles various emigrant socie-
ties founded upon the principle of pro-

gone so far as to expend out of its own

| encouraged them in the hope that, by
taking proper steps to inform the mind
of the agricultural laborers through the
country districts by these societies and
the country press, they might be enabled
to induce the agricultural labourer to
emigrate. This they believed to be the
prime necessity of the country. Agricul-
turalarrangements were changing rapidly.
Farmers now did a great part of their
work during the fall of the year, and
there was almost as much want of Inbour
in the fall asin the harvest time. They
believed, therefore, in the principle of
importing the agricultural laborer, who
might go for a year, or two, or three, into
the cervice of farmers, and so might
make his start in this country. For, by
going into that geryice, or upon some of
the roads, he would obtain the best in-
struction to qualify him for ultimately
settling and becoming a freeholder in the
country. They had reason to believe
that even the steamboat companies would
take some interest in that direction, see-
ing the intcrest they had in promoting
the transport of steerage passengers.-
And, having great facilities—particularly
tho Allan Line—by means of the vast
system of agencies which they had in the
old country, this immigration might be
operated to some extent by them.
