Year by year the expenses conne.c-} 

ted with the maintenance of the g 
militia force of the Dominion have 1 
largely increased until they have | 
reached tlie enormous figure of more 
than a million and a half dollars a ! 
year. If there was any great increase,} 
in the force, or any extraordinary ex­
penditure which could not be .avoid­
ed..there might be some excuse for 
this extravagant outlay. But the 
Government failed to shotv this when 
the subject came up for discussion in 
tho House the other night. The 
men's pay has not been increased. 
Their uniform and accoutrements 
are not any more expensive than 
they were. The red tapeism 
and inefficiency of the whole 
department is as notorious as ever. 
And yet the expenditure has mount­
ed up to the figures above quoted,, 
and if it keeps oil at the 
same ratio it will soon be over two 
million dollars a year. Ten years ago 
a hundred thousand dollars were suf­
ficient to cover the whole expendi­
ture of the Militia department for a 
year, and tho force was then as efti-
