Centrai 5chool Ex.minations,

In accordsnce with the-order of the
Board the examinations of the Public
Schools were held onTuesday in the town.
We purpose giving a short account of
those held in the Central Bchool on Gor-
don street. This buildimg containe six
schools, taught by four female and two
male teachers. On the third flat the
primary  departments, under Misses
Bruce and Maddoek, were examined in
reading, writing and spelling, and ac-
quitted themselves very well indeed,
when we consider that thesegchools con~
tain nearly two hundred pupils, a number

to fully oceupy four teachers:
osconding to the secconl flat we
un and Holmes en-
cly filty and eighty
pupils esch. Tho programme consisted of
reading and spelling in the third and
second books, writing, grdmmar, geo-
graphy, &ec., and showed that the pupils
had been carefuily instructed in each
brauch) Tie department of Miss Me-
Lagan was particularly worthy of com-
meadation- * On the ground floox Messrs.
Walker and Anderson have charge ‘of
the fourth and third departments, Mr.
Anderson’s contains over thirty pupils,
which is rather below the average num-
bor, owizg to theillness of its late worthy
teacher, Mr. Ferguson. They were ¢x-
amined jin the third book reading and
spelling, grawmar, geogrdphy, arith-
metie, &c. . Their answers refleoted
credit on their industrious teacher. Mr.
Walker examined his pupils in the fourth
book reading and spelling, English
grammar, parsing and analysis, history,
geography, arithmetic to proportion, &e.,
the visitorg expressing themeelves highly
satisfied with the state of the school.
Oue gratitying feature of these examina-
tions wag the unusually large attendance
of vigifors, We counted upwards of
sizty pbrsons in tho several class-rooms,
including one trustee, who had an oppor-
tunity of seeing the standing of .their
children iu their respective classes, and
whose prosence greatly enconraged the
teachers,
We may remark that these were genl
examinations, and not exhibitiongg™the
teachers in general ‘confining themselves
to the actual studies of their several de-
purtments. i ¥y
Altogether, the intereat .tgken in th
Puablic Schools, during ‘these oxamina-
tions is much greater than formerly
shown, and the ‘hearty approval of the
efforts of the pitpils will encourage them
10 renewed efforts in the future.
BOUTH WARD BCHOOL,
The public examination of the 5th
was held at the same time as the
ul;m} cxaminations in the above school
room. No visitors were present except-
ing Mr. J. M. Duno, and the Inspector,
Mr. Torrance.
