Ottawa, Jupe 11.—After two years of
unsuccessful negotiations between live
stock men and the railways the question
of live stock transportation contracts will
come up before the railway commission
June 18 for final decision. After the mat-
ter was last up before the board it was
placed in the hands of the committee of
shippers and railway men who have.been
discussing it ever since.

As far as ¢can be learned, however, no
agreement has yet been come to and the
poard will probably have to do the de-
ciding. A number of questions besides
the mere matter of rates will be dis-
cussed, regarding the delivery of cars
and other such matters.

The live stock matter will come up fol-
