In referring to the Red
Cross, the speaker said, “There is no
more Christ like ministry than help-
ing to make a little easier the suffer-

soldiers, who give up their lives to
save us from the horrors of war. This
is a struggle between Democracy and
Autocratic Militarism,” continued the
speaker, “being fought on the plains
of Europe at this hour. Great Bri-
taih had to fight against the power of
Kings to rule by Divine Right, along
with many other powers ages ago.
Even our own Canada was divided
into two parties, one clamoring for
the rights of the people to Govern
and the other for the Government to
be in the hands of a few. = But since
1840, we have had Government by the
people, and it is for that prin‘ciple
our sons are fighting to-day. Great
Britain was among the first to de-
mand self government when the great
wave swept over Europe, and the
people clamored for self gavernment.
France won out for Democracy, but
Germany was at that time divided
into many provinces each with its
own ruler. The demands of the peo-
ple of these provimces were so press-
ing that the Kings, to save their own
lives and positions, granted the peo-
ple self government in a measure.
