our philosophy to any great extent. 
Rather does the philosophy depend 
upon the religion. As when you see 
an eagle in the air, if you are Inter­
ested in eagles and in flying and are 
a thinking person, you may get a phi­
losophy of the eagle’s flight. The fly­
ing is the source, or at least the oc­
casion of your philosophy, not the re­
sult of it. Your philosophy does not 
make the slightest difference with the 
flying, or exert the least influence up­
on it. So when a human soul mounts 
up with wings as an eagle, you may 
have a philosophy of that soul fight, 
but it files without much aid from the 
philosophy, even though it be your own 
soul that files. More than one phil­
osophy of that soul’s religion there 
may be. But the religion goes on its 
heavenly way in spite of ail the phil- 
osophies. They change. As a vesture 
they may be folded up. The religion 
abides. They are of men. It is of God. 
and is like God. Yes, the shining life, 
at heart is pretty nearly the same yes­
terday, to-day and forever.

The world is to be won by it, so far 
as the world is to be won for Christ, 
and without it the world cannot be 
won and held to the Christian faith. 
The saving of the world, so far as it 
is committed to us, is not chiefly a 
matter of movements and of methods, 
but of life. It is a matter of charac­
ter made dynamic by the Spirit of 
God.
