London, Aug. 26.—This August has been the wettest month known in 

England for many years. Rain fell every day for three weeks, and nearly 
constantly during the past week.

Damage to the crops, particularly hay, has been heavy throughout the 
United Kingdom.

Ten thousand troops under canvas on Salisbury Plain are nearly flooded 
out. The tents are soaked, the floors are under mud, and the surrounding 
fields are a great swamp.

The railroads in North Wales are partly under water. Passengers are 
being conveyed between Dolgelly and Barmouth,.a distance of seven miles, 
by motor boats. The River Nen, in Northamptonshire, is twelve feet above 
normal, and a big flood is threatened at Oundle, a town on the river with a 
population of 2,500. In some parts of the provinces men are mowing 
through nearly a foot of water in attempts to save the crops. In Leicester- 
shire, North Yorkshire and Lincolnshire many hundreds of acres are under 
water. Fields for miles in the Dolgelly district resemble lakes.

Leigh, in Lancashire, suffered great damage by yesterday’s downpour, » 
number of houses being flooded. The rain also was so heavy at Cardiff that 
the dockers were unable to work.
