ENGLISH POLICY IN CHINA.

Ccobden and Bright have just made some
interesting exposures of the resulis of the
British policy of intervention in China. The
subject of Chinese affairs came up for dis-
cussion in the Hanse of Commona on the 30th
of’May, and the debate continued for several
hours—ibe Times' report filling eleven long:
columos. The sitack uvpon the government
was 80 heavy that Lord Palmerston was put
upon his defcnee, endeavoring. in & spacious
speech, 10 explatn away some of the hard
facts cited by Cobden asd Bright. =~ What
these facts are, may be gatbered from a few

paragraphs, which we copy below. @obden
said: :

In 1835, the: first’ year of the open trade
after the abolitich of the Kast India Com-~
pany’s mmonopoly of the Chipe trade, our ex«
poris to that country wete £1,074,000. In
l§36, they were £1,326,000, which was the
highest amount they reached while the trade
was confined to Canton. The opinm war oc-
curred in 184, and by the. peace of 1842,
Shanghae and the other ireaty ports were
opened.

Having cited these-statistics, and enlarged
upon them: by-illustration, Cobden continued:

“ This iy the moral—tbat it is not by, blcod
and violence that you are to extend your com:
merce. That is the way to destroy ttade dnd
not not the way to_create it. { liope that
after all this experience we shall none, of g
‘again advocate any viol&pt_ measure ;vﬂc‘the
view of extending our frade either in China
or elsewhiere. The- noble lord ‘told us truly
that there is one-third of the human race—
that is 350,000,000 or 400,000,000 of human
beings—in China.. They are but véry small
oustomers, but look st it gﬂ another way. If
you are to f6How that policy which is pecu-'
liarly the noble lord’s” ( Ralmerston) ; if you
are to break into tha country, hold i, #nd .be |
its policy ; if you are 1o make another Tur-
key in China, and if, i addition to meeting
Russia and France, you are to meet the
United ‘States 'at Pekin ; if you are to trouble
yourselves and fature generations with govern
ing and controlling and intriguing in China,
recollect that you have'a counly of vast ex-
tens and prodigious populatien t6 govern, and
that you cught well to consider whetber it is
worth your while to incuar all these risks, and
enter upon this policy with the proofs. that
you have that yod are not likely to do more
trade with that country than with Brazil or

Egypt.”

Bright.depounced the whole policy of the
English Government, declaring. that. it had
been wrong for thirty years, and  concluding
with the following severe censure on Palmera
aton :

“ Here we are, a small island on the oppo-
site side of the globe, with & populption so
limited that weare told we have not'an army
that we counld tramsport to Denmark, yet still
_we are somehow to take within oargreat am-
bition this;vast empire of three or four hdn-
dred million persons; we are. to inflaence
the dypasty that shall sit en its throné 5 and,
in point .ef fact, we are to direct the whole
affairs of the country just as we should thore
of ‘some small neighbor ¢lese to our shores.
I do not know how such an idea ever got into
any man’s head, but having once entered in,
and baving taken absolute possession of the

: “RAILROAD WaR 1N CALIFORNIA.—A'spicy
railroad war has.  prevailed for a week ‘or
two in'Plager county, The Folsom and Au-
burn Railroad was sold at Sheriff-'s sale and
purchased by J. P. Robinson.. The work of
\taking up the rails was commenced for. the
.purpose of ‘felayipg them betwgen Folsom
‘and Latrobe, El Dorado county.  When
about a mile of the road was torn up, Griffin,
who-has a granite quarry on the road, ap-
plied for an injunction, alleging that he had
iivested heavily’ in opening _his granite
quarry;and that if the rvad s destroyed
he would begreatly da < Other grounds -
were algo alleged, and. the, . injunction was
granted by the Court «in, a short timea
party of men went to work and tore up the
track and removed the rails regardless of the
injunetion. . Several very amusing contests
have ensned between the Sheriff’s posse and
the railroad men. At oce time the Deput
Sheriff was holsted into the cars and ran 0
towards Folsom nolens volens.
