PERU’S PROGRESS,

At the close of the war with Chili,
about the end of  the year 1883, Peru was
in & desperate strait. She had, with the
exception of her capital and a few minor
towns, lost everything, and her finances
were in a deplorable condition. By the
treaty of peace she had bound herself to
pay tQ Chili monthly the sum of $300,000,
while to meet her outstanding foreign
debt, held chiefly jn France and England,
harbor and railroad monopolies had - been
bartered away for years to come, and the
money thereby obtained had been spent
without materially reducing the debt. In
fact, the country was bankrupt, without
money enough -to pay even the salaries 6f
her officers. Since then things have been
growing better very slowly. The only
hope for the country was in the develop-
ment of its resources, and the money
markets of the world had been appealed
to in vain for assistance. ~She had rich
niines, immense guano deposits, vast beds
of nitrate of soda, but capital could not
be procured for their development. But
now there seems_to be a prospect for the
extrication' of the unfortunate country
from her financial difficulties. ]ihe claims!

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THE END OF THE WORLD.

Sir W. Thomson, in a recent lecture be-
fore a brilliant, fashionable and scientific
audience, set forth the latest : scientific
theories concerning the probable origin,
total amount, .and possible duration of
the sun’s heat. After referring to the
theory 'of Helmholtz that the sun was a
vast globe gradually cooling, but as it
cooled shrinking, and that the shrinkage
—which was the effect of gravity upon its
mass—kept up its temperature, Sir Wil-
liam Thomson said: The total of the
sun’s heat was equal to that which would
be required to keep up 476,000 millions
of millions of millions horse-power or
about 78,000 horse-power for every square.
metre—a little more than a square yard—
and yet the modern dynamicgl theory of
heat shows that the sun’s mass would re-
quire only to fall in or contract thirty-five
metres per annum. to keep up that tre-
mendous energy. At this rate the solar
radius in 2,000 years’ time would be about
one-hundredth per cent. less than at pre-
sent. A time would come when the tem-
perature would fallf and it was thus in-
conceivable that the s&n would  confinue
to emit heat sufficient to sustain existin
life on the globe for more than ten lmf
lion years.  Apply the same prinociples re
trospectively, they could not suppose that
the sun had existed for more than twenty
million years—no matter what might have
been its origin—-whether it came into ex-
istence from the clash of ‘worlds pre-exist-
ing, or of diffused nebulous matter. There
was a great clinging by geologists and bi-
ologists to vastly longer periods, but the
physicist, treating it as- & dynamic ques-
tion with calculable elements, ‘could come
to no other conclusion materially differ-
ent from what he had stated.

burg Genius.

INDIANS. AMONG THE A WORST SUFFERERS.

The Indians seem 'to. have caught it
harder than any other human creatures in
the country.  From seventy the number
was' reduced, to fifty-one by starvation,
when . white men hunted them up and
brought relief. . Four feet of ‘‘beautiful
snow, prevented huntinggame, and ‘many
died from cold  and hunger. During the
Iatter part of January fifty lodges of Crow
Indians, camped on Clark’s Fork, came
near dying, Many did perish, but the
majority managed to sustain life by ‘eating
the cattle that died in the snow-drifts.

Tt is ‘almobt “impossible so say what
damage has occurred with stock and cat-
tle.  As.a rule, horses and mules have
done well, but cattle and sheep have been
more than decimated.  Some authorities
say the sheep industry is nearly wiped
out, except - where 'shelter and food were
provided, It is hard to get news from
remote ranges,: as the coumtry is still
blockaded and- locometion is - impossible
except - on - snowshees. - Twelve hundred
out of 1500 sheep were.lost in one locality,
and thé stirvivors'were so badly mutilated
by coyetes and wolves that many died.
