the Stares, at the Annual Banquet of 
the Boston Merchant’s Association.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 30.—The annual 
banquet of the Boston Merchants’ Associa­
tion took place to-night at the Vendôme. 
Over two hundred members and guests were 
present, among the latter being Sir Richard 
J. Cartwright, opposition leader of the 
Canadian parliament; Hon. Rufus R. Bul­
lock, of Atalanta, Ga.; Col. S. A. White- 
field, first assistant Postmaster-General ;
Hon. J. W. Longley, Attorney-General of 
Nova Scotia, and other prominent 
guests. Sir Richard Cartwright was 
the speaker of the evening. He
was listened to with great attention, 
and his arguments for reciprocity were 
vigorously applauded. He said : “ The 
trade of the United States is certainly, 
worth more to us collectively than onrs is to 
them. That is a manifest truth, but so is 
this, also : Free trade with Canada will 
benefit quite as many of the people of the 
United States as it will the people of Can­
ada, and to quite as large an extent. Man 
for man, you will gain quite as much as we 
will, and Canada does not come as a beggar, 
asking for the crumbs which fall from the 
rich man’s table. Canada offers and 
Canada desires only a fair exchange and no 
robbery. Moreover, I believe, indeed I 
know, that free trade with us would be of 
great value to the entire northern portion 
of the United States, and trebly so to the 
people of New England. Even as it is, 
•your trade with Canada is not to be des­
pised. Per bpad, you sell more goods to 
Canada than to any other country. Abso­
lutely, we buy as much from you as France 
does, and more than any other country ex­
cept Great Britain and Germany. I think, in 
fact, we stand third on the list of countries 
to which you export your productions^ and 
we alone, 5,000,000 as we are, buy as much 
as the 50,000,000 of Mexicans and South 
Americans do all put together. Surely, if 
we do this in the teeth of two hostile 
tariffs, it is no idle word of mine to say 
that you cannot measure the boundless pos 
sibilities which lie before both countries, if 
only these artificial walls were thrown 
down. North of Lakes Ontario and Erie, 
and of the River St. Lawrence, east ot 
Lake Huron and south of the 45th parallel 
of latitude, there is as fair a country 
as exists on the American con­
tinent, nearly as large in area as 
New York, Pennsylvania and Ohio, 
combined, and equal, if not superior, as a 
whole, to those States in agricultural capa­
bilities. It is a land where grows the finest 
barley, which the brewing interests of the 
United States must have, if it ever expects 
to rival Great Britain in its annual export 
of £11,000,000 sterling of malt products. It 
raises and grazes the finest of cattle, with 
qualities specially desirable to make good 
the deteriroation of stock in other sections, 
and it has climatic conditions, created 
by an almost encirclement of great lakes, 
especially fit to grow men. Such a country 
is one of the greatest gifts of Providence to 
the human race, bétter than bonanzas of 
silver, or rivers whose sands run gold. Now* 
if this be approximately correct, and I hon­
estly believe it is, I think I may claim that 
we have something to give aa well as you, 
and that there is very good reason to think 
that between two such countries as yours 
and ours there is room for much profitable 
exchange.”

Sensational Murder Story.
San Francisco, Jan. 28.—It is said that 

Mrs John Stevens, a widow, 88 years of 
age, who was found burned to death in her 
home on Telegraph Hill, on the morning-of 
Dec. 30, was not the victim of an accident 
as was stated, but was murdered, the mo­
tive being robbery, as the lady was known 
to have considerable money in the house. 
The residents of Telegraph Hill say that the 
floors and timbers of the place, in which 
Mrs. Stevens lived alone, were found satu­
rated with petroleum, and that on the night 
the remains were discovered four men were 
seen prowling around, the house.

The Ameer of Afghanistan Joins the Ma joi ity 

—A Few Facts Regarding Him.
Bombay, Jan. 29.—Abdurrahman, Ameer 

of Afghanistan, is reported dead. He had 
lately been suffering from gout. He was, 
born about 1830, was the eldest son of Af- 
zul Khan and nephew of the late Ameer, 
Shere AIL During the civil war, in 1864, 
he played a leading part on the side of his 
father against his uncle, and gained 
several battles. The great victories 
of Shaikhabad and and Khelat-i-Gbilzai were 
mainly due to his ability. He was en­
trusted with the Governorship.of Balkh. 
where he made himself popular by his 
moderation, and by marrying the 
daughter of the chief of Badakshan. He 
remained in Turkestan until 1879, when he 
slowly made his way through Balkh to the 
Cabul frontier, and,in July of the following 
year, was formally chosen by the leading 

of Cabul, and acknowledged by the 
British Indian Government as Ameer of 
Afghanistan. From the Government he re­
ceived a regular subsidy of £160,000 a year, 
with large gifts of artillery, rifles and am­
munition to improve hia military force.

Between 
nine and ten o’clock started out with 
Dacey for a walk up View street; expect- 
inp to ses prisoner. The man. was drunk, 
and had a gun, though witness had no 
idea it was loaded. When witness tried 
to open the gun, prisoner had both hands 
on the barrel Witness could not say 
whether the hammers were down or not. 
Saw the cartridges in the gun, and then 
prisoner drew it away. It was a dark 
night, and there was no electric light at 
the corner. Remained about five minutes 
in conversation with Silk and then walked 
away.

Hon. J. S. Helmcken, M.D., deposed 
to having had occasion to see several gun­
shot wounds. A bullet in passing 
through a body was liable, even to be 
split by striking a bone ; it was liable to 
be pounded into almost any shape. In 
passing through a body a bullet was liable 
to lose in substance, and therefore in 
weight.

Henry W. Sheppard, Superintendent 
of the Victoria City Police, gave substan­
tially the same evidence as at the police 
court examination. -When the gun was 
found at Silk’s house, the right barrel 
had been recently tired, and in the left 
was a blank cartridge, powder but no 
shot. xOne of the loose cartridges found 
con tamed bird shot but no powder. After 
half an hour’a time had been occupied in 
examining and experimenting upon the 
cartridgea.

Officer William Irvine was sworn, 
and deposed to arresting the pris­
oner and taking him to the cell ; 
searched him, but found nothing _ with 
the exception of a pocket handkerchief.

Edward L. Wriglesworth deposed to 
the ownership of the gun with’which the 
shooting was done, and explained how 
^prisoner had asked for the loan of it.

To Mr. Eberts—I always half-cocked 
the gun when I went to open or shut it 
The gun never missed fire with me.

Allen McKeithley, sworn, said that he 
knew Joseph Silk ; had borrowed a gun 
and cartridges from him. These car­
tridges were loaded ; all that were in the 
bag were not loaded however. Received 
all the loaded cartridges that were in the 
bag. "Did not notice anything in the 
shells that were left.

To Mr. Eberts—The shells obtained 
from Silk were brass, nickle and paper. 
Did not leave any loaded shells in Silk’s 
cartridge bag.

John F. Harbottie, on oath, told how 
the prisoner had acquainted .him with the 
news of the shooting. His evidence did 
n t d fier from that given in the police 
court. Whelan told him, he said, that 
he had fired a blank cartridge into the 
air. He didn’t see how a blank cartridge 
could kill anyone, but he was sure it was 
a blank. James Seeley asked him if he 
was sure that the cartridge left in the gun 
was blank, and prisoner replied! “ Yes, 
both were blanks.”
