All the
labor troubles which have been report-
ed from New Zealand from time to time
are settled, and the country is eunjoying
Peace and prosperity. Immigration con-
tinues . at a~ gratifying rate, and the
country is being opened up and its re-
sources developed to a great extent.

The Awustralian DPassengers sajd that
the Commonwealth was having its little
troubles, of course, but that everything
gave promise of coming right in the
end. There was mo lack of able men
to guide the destinies of the country,
and the prospects for trade and com-
merce were excellent.

dered discharged at the latter port,
which undoubtedly means a serious loss
to the Puget Sound exporters.
 Millers and exporters report the Ori-
ental flour trade 4n a_very unsettled con-
dition. The resplt in the case of the
shipments ,made on the Pleiades prove
that there can be nothing sure in the
trade, even when orders are mecepted,
and 'with so many of the ports in J. apan
and North China barred to the product,
and Hongkong well filled with surplus
snock, the business is at a standstill. A
Tacoma miller said today:

“We had no cargo on the Pleiades for
the gimple reason we refused to accept
econditional orders from Port Arthur
merchants, and now we are glad that we
did, At about the time the Pleiades was
last in port we received inquiries asking
us for a large lot of flour to be shipped
subject to the ‘option of the buyer in
case of war between Russia and Japan.
I do not pretend to know my neigh-
bors’ business, but it looks like some of
the Puget Sound millers accepted such
orders.
