Mr, Foster Refers to Passage
of U, S. War Vessels Up
to Great Lakes

MAY BE MENACE
TO CANADA'S TRADE

Premier's Delay in Choosing
Between Two Seats Is
Criticized

OTTAWA, Dec. 1.—The passing of
Uniteq States warships through the
canals and St. Lawrence river to the
great lakes in direct defiance of the
Rush-Bagot treaty of 1817 and the
oossibility of Canada waking up one
morning te find trouble had broken
out and the vast trade of that section
of the dominjon at the enercy of Uncle
Sam’s ships bristling with guns, was
the theme of Mr. Foster in the House
today. This drew from Sir Wilfrid
Laurier the statement that the facts
were only too true, but what were we
going to do about it? 5

Mr. Foster brought the matter up by
moving for the correspondence in re-
spect to the agreement between the
United States and /Great Britain as to
the maintenance of war vessels on the
great lakes, the several requests made
for permitting United States war ves-
sels to pass the canals and the outcomne
thereof, a list of such vessels with
description and armament, their sta-
tions' and p:‘rso!eq for which they are
used.

gone through the canals. = He gave
their names as the Dorothea, Hawk,
Wasp, Don Juan,
Yantic, Sandaval, Nashville, Essex and
Wolverine. All of thése, ‘with the ex-
ception of the Wolverine, had been
transferred to the state naval militia,
the duties of the Wolverine being of a
reeruiting character. It was a curious
thing, commented Mr. Foster, that the
permission sought by the United States
authorities for these vessels to pass up
had always been granted as speedily
as. possible, and with very little re-
serve, the conditions being that the
‘boats should not be armed while going
through the canals, and that they were
to be used. for training purpeses only.
In the case of the Nashville she took
on her armament at Buffalo. The re-
sult had ‘been that there were now
1649 men and officers of the United
States naval reserve on the lakes,
made up of Illinois 629, Michigan 177,
Minnesota 117, New York 583, Ohio 143.

Mr. Foster then showed that as the
situgtion rested today Canada . was ab-
solutely at the mercy of the armament
which the United States had on the
lakes, in so far @s her great ports and
rapidly growing trade were concerned.
If it should happen that trouble arose,
within twenty-four hours the wheole
lake trade would be absolutely con-
trolled by the guns and men of those
innocent looking craft which had been
permitted to go up thé canals. Having
put his case, Mr. Foster moved for
correspondence in the possession of
the government.

The Premier, while admitting that
the eircumstances of the case might
cause some anxiety, said Mr. Foster
had not suggested a remedy. The
Rugh-Bagot agreement had served a
very good purpose, but its tenure of
life hung on a very slight thread. It
could be put an end to in six months,
and if Canada objected to the passage
of these vesels up the canals, all the
United States had to do was to de-
nounce the convention. Mr. Foster
bhad suggested a modification of the
treaty, but, added Sir Wilfried, that
was much easier said than done; in-
deed, it might end in an unlimited
armament on the Great Lakes, with
Canada forced to follow suit. How-
ever, the Premier stated in conclusion,
the matter was engaging the govern-
ment’s attention. In the Washington
conference of 1899 some modification
of the Rush-Bagot treaty was sug-
gested, but no amicable decision was
arrived at. Sir Wilfrid promised to
bring down all but the strictly confi-
fientml papers, and this ended the mat-
er.

The Premier was criticized today by
Mr. Meighen regarding his indecision
as to whether to sit for Ottawa or
Quebec East.

The mean
temperature in Chicago for November
was 48.7 degrees above zero, compared
with an average mean temperature for
all Novembers. since 1872 of 30.2. In
addition to the high temperature, the
rainfall during the month was one and
one half inches above the normal. Prof.
Cox declared that there is no real win-
ter weather in the United States, with
the exception of Alaska.

Veteran Minister Dead.

ST. JOHN, N. B, Rec. 1.—Rev, Don-
ald MacRae, D D., for many years one
of the foremost ~Presbyterian clergy-
men in eastern Canada, died at Ed-
monton last night, where he was the
guest of his son, Prof. A. O. MacRae,
of the Alberta university. Rev. Dr.
MacRae was born in 1833 in Hopewell,
N. S., and was pastor of many prom-
inent Presbyterian churches. He was
also for a time professor of system-
atic theology and homoletics in Queen’s
university, Kingston, Ont.,, and wag
later principal of Warren College, Que-
bec.  He was well known as a writer
on theological subjects.

Germany’s Parliament.

BERLIN, Dec. 1..—The Emperor Wil-
liam opened the Reichstag yesterday
by personally reading the speech from
the throne. The speech dealt largely
-vith domestic legislation, and contain-
ed the important announcement that
the government had prepared a mea-
sure extending the sick benefit insur-
ance to the working classes not hereto-
fore protected, andicreating a system
of insuranee for the dependent relat-
{ves of deceased workers. One of the
principal tasks of the government, the
Emperor gaid, was to fortify the finan-
cial position of the Empire with the
gains ‘- provided by the finance bill of
the last session, and this task would be
accomplished through the appropria-
tion bill fn 1910. “I nourish with con-
fidence,” said His Majesty, “the hope
that the three allied Empires will con-
tinue to get together, using their
strength for the welfare of their people
and the mraintenance of peace.”

The vote of the Lowrds was given un-
der a serious sense of responsibility
and so far as possible without regard
to party interest. We believe the
peers will be generously upheld by
the great majority of the electors.
Above all Premier Asquith will be
prevented from setting up a fiscal sys-
tem which he expected to serve as a
solid entrenchment against tariff re-
form.” '
