The knights of labor were
not included 1n my list because their mem-
bership was kept a secret, but I presumed
they numbered fully a bundred {thousand. -

your paper Aug. 25, and says that I did not
mention the brotherhood of carpenters and
joiners in my testimony, and asks you. to
refer to the list of uvions for proéf. =Ialso
ask you to look at the list and nt"'the same
‘time I call upon Canadian to look:at it care-
fully, and.it will be plainly seen that I
mention the carpenters.  They are. elev-
enth on the list with 6700 members.

Third, your editorial “Protectjonism vs.
Communism,” is very unjust to the deles
gates of the federation of trades. ! You say
““the fcderation is composed of foreign
workmen mostly, having for its leaders

f «de.s*ion here.in New York, not 10 per
cent of them were of foreign hirth, and
these have been in Ameriea from. ten to
thirty yeirs. The overwhelmirg majority
of the delsgates - were native Aericans,
some of whom, such as F. K. Foster of Bos-
ton, and G, Edmonston of Washington,have
American ancestry for five or six genera-
tions. Thedelegates who fayored protective
-¢ariff were the toreigners, while they, along
with the native element, unanimously
agreed that the question of eithe; tariff or
free trade should be kept out of the platform,
a8 it was an open question, which concerned
the oyers more than the employes,and
upo! ich the working class is divided.
That is exactly the same position the British
trades union congrese took in its Manches-
ter session in 1881, ‘when the free trade
delegates applied for admission.
' The iron workers want a tariff plank in
the platform, while the workmen repre-
sented in the . federation want neither
a free-trade nor tariff plank. They consider
areduction of the hours of labor and the
organization of the working classes ot more
