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Wheat and Flour—A Crisis of mln.
We-have come to & crisis of decision on
a great question, The question of fair play
to the agricnltural interest of Canada is

. one of the most important thas can engage
the attention of our statesmen, Importan®
a4 it is at all times, however, it is rapidly
becoming urgent, as they say in the French
chamber of deputies—in fact ome of the
burning questions of the day. How this
is coming about we ¢an easily see, if we do
but pay attention to certain facts whioh
everybody kmows, but which very few
‘properly consider,  For twelve yearg
—1854 to 18066—grain snd othet na-
tural. products crossed the border both
ways free of duty, which we believed to
be just as fair for one side as it was for
the other, Bat our neighbors, for réasons
of their own, saw fit to give notioce of
termination of Lord Elgin's reciprocity
treaty, and the arrangement came to an
end im March, 1866, The year before
that, Sir Alexander Galt and Sir Willism
P. Howland had been in Washington,
trying to obtain a new arrangement or sty
extension of the old ome, but could not
move the American authorities from their
unfriendly determination. The late Hon.:
: George Brown, for some time & member of
the confederation coslition cabinet, resign-
ed and stepped out, for the reason chiefly
that he wanted to go to Washington
on that very business himself, but had
been passed over by Sir John, In 1874, &
reform government being then in power,
his turn came, and he too ‘*“tried it on” at
Washington, but with no better success.
1n 1883 our neighbors, to aH appearance
still bent upon an unfriendly policy towards
Canada, gave notice of termination of the
fishery clauses of the treaty of Washington,
negotiated in 1871, Pursuant to notice,
thege clauses became void on and after the
18t inst., and the correspondence with the,
" new Americnn government on the ‘nbject

- is matter of recent news,

Now, let us observe how the interests of
Canadian farmers and Canadisaa millers
heve been affected by the events above
brii fly rewiewed. From 1854 to 1866 there
was free exchange of graln and flour on
both sides, During the next period—1866
to 1879 —Canadian wheat entering the
American market had to pny?) cents pel
bushel, and flour 20 per cent. ad valorem,
while American wheat and flour were
admitted into Canada duty free, This
was a most outrageously one-sided state
of thinge; and that it was allowed to con-
tinue for thirteen years is highly discredits
able to' our statesmen eof both
parties respectively, but with this
difference to be mnoted. There was
always some hépe, more or less, that the
conservative party might one day get on
the right track, and come out boldly for
fair play to our own producers, But from
the reform party, led by Mr, Mackenzie,
by Mr, Brown,-and by the Globe, very
little hope of its adopting a patriotic
national policy could ever have been
entertained. And sp the event proved»
for in 1879, after Sir John’s return to
power, the first important act ' of his gov.
ernment was to bring in the great national
policy measure of that year—%h®
immortal declaration of Canadas com.
mercial independence,  That this truly
patriotic measure of reform should
have been oppoéed and denounced by
reformers, while it was supported and
carried through by men whom they derided
a8 ‘““Tories,” is a blunder that has cost the

eform party dear—a disgrace that it will
not sd6h get over, ‘But. while on the side
of the manufacturing interests generally
the protection afforded by the N. P, act
may be described as being at least “‘from
fair to middling,” on ‘the side of eur
farmers and millers it was and still remaing,
weak and inefficient to a degree, The duty
on wheat, which to match the American
duty shouid have been 20 cents per bushel,
was made 15 cents only ; while the flox.
duty was fixed at the ridiculously low
figure of 50 cents per barrel, To thg
flour kings of Minneapolis, and to - the big
speculators of Chicago, to whom it is:
frequently an object of prime necessity to
reliesve the pressure of heavy stocks dn
their own home markét, this 50 cents a
"bushel means next to nothing at all, seeing
that it is more than made up to them by
the heavy. rebates allowed them by the
railways on shipments to Canada, Why,
at this very time Minneapolis flour fs
retailed in Canadian cities at anenpolh
retail prices; and flour from St. Louis at
8t, Louis retail prices, partly through the
~ eagerness of American millers to Aold their_
+ grip of this market, the railways helping
on the game with rebates on freight
important enough .to knock the
little half dollar duty *““into & cocked hat.”
Thus $he thing has gone omn, to the
immense ' injury of our farmers and
millers, but+ especially of the millers.
From 1866 to 1879, high duties on the
pther side ageinst Canadiad grain and
flour, American grain and flour having the
run of our market free, From March,
1870, to the present time, a certain protec-
tion, but still not enough for Canadian
wheat, with only the merest mockery of
protection for Canadian flour, And now
we come to the point where new light on
this great question is breaking in upon us,

The curtain risesupon a new act in the
dramp of Canada’s fight for national exist-
ence, Depend upon i, we are not going

-

milling—$o suffer and grow wesk for want
of the merest falr play, The full messure
of justice, which these interests failed to
obtain Tn 1879, they must have i 1886—
who lives to see the day. The fishery
question 1s ocoming up again certaln,
and. very probably the question of
ceciprocity in other natural proddcts
too, . This briogs us to a ocritical

show what déegree of patriotic declsion
and determination we are possessed of, It
is, farther, & point at which circumstances
are favorable £ our pressing the question
home upon our rulers and legislators, also
upon the neighboriag people with whom
we have to deal. If there is to be reci-
procity in grain and flour as well as in fish,
then the question falls, because each side
will have equal access to the markets of
the other, and there will be no unfairnesy
to either; Except, indeed, what
the raflways may create by rebates,
differential freight rates, and other unfai,
devices—this latter - being a contingency
which must always be kept jin view, It
might be, lét us remember this—that even
if we had 20 per cent, on flour, the same as
over the border, it might by railway men’y
tricks be reduced to 10 per cent., or even
practically whittled down o just nothing
at all. But, on the other hand, suppose
that the expected commiseion meets, and
at last separstes without any agreement
reachied as reg grain and flour, Then
the time will have come for us to ‘‘adopt a
décided line,” a4 railway men in England

‘rlnt—a point at which we are oalled apon

excuse for waiting to see whag
measure of falr plsy our neighbors
are willing to sllew us will hav®
vanished away., Let us think over the
ciroumstances, and ssy whether it be not
true that what we may call quite & new
reciprocity situation is being developed in
this year of grace, 1885, .

as Canadians should? Are we patriots
enough to take a firm position, and to

no long time for dilly-dallying over it.

Bat, if the wheat and flour guestion was
jmportant before, it rises into importance
perfectly gigantic when contemplated
with reference to the approaching enor~
mous magnitude of Canadian wheat and
flour interests in the great Northwest.
Here, again, is more new light breaking in
tpon us, projecting its rays far into the
tuture which is or ought to be in store for
this dominion, But the fuller considera-

not from any merely local lhndpoint.

Ontarie’s Interest In the Upper Ottawa
Valley.

The dominion parliament very properly
subsidized the line of railway mow under
construction from Gravenhaurst to Callen-
dar to connect the Ontario system of
railways with the Canadian Pacific:
Having done so much $o extend the latter
line to the seaboard, less than the subsidy
given tq the Ontario link could not have
been acuepted.

The Gravenhurst-Callendar line has,
however, a deep interest for the people of
this province from another point of view—
namely, a8 opsning up a wide stretch of
habitable country, It runs far emough
jnland. to avoid the rocky fringe of the
Georgian bay, and it penetrates the Mus-
koks, Parry Sound and Nipiesing districts
in a way to throw them open for settlement
to the greatest advantage, It is in fact as
much & colonization railway as any of the
branch lines of the Canadian Pacific in
Manitoba or the Northwest territory,

As a colonization road the ‘tailway from
Gravenhurst o Callendar should be ex-
tended at least to Lake Temis-
¢aming, The charter of the com-
pany permits this, and there is another
charter, held by 'an independeng
company, covering the same route, It i®
useless to expect either of these charter®
to be made effective, however, without a
subsidy, and it is useless to expect & sub-
gidy from any other source than the
treasury of the dominion. For better or
for worse, the policy of subsidizing purely
local roads has been freely pursued by the
Dominion parliament during: the past. few
years, and one effect of this has been to
kill off completely all chance of getting any
aid for railways from the provincial
legislatures,

The most superficial observer of passing
events cannot fail to see that Ontario has
not hitherto received her fair share of
these local railway grants, This provine®
contributes more largely than any other to
the dominion treasury, but it does mot
share in the same proportion in either the
ordinary expenditures or in the appropri-
ations for local public works, This has
become & serious grievance with the people
of Ontario, and before long, if some more
equitable scale of distribution is not
adopted, it will become a source of danger
to the dominion,

Aid has been asked for the extension of
ths Gravenhurst-Callendar line, or fof
an independent line, north of Lake
Nipissing. Aid has been promised by
the dominion government. Aid should
be given this session by the dominion
parliament, * Aid will yet be given if only
the Ontario members insist’'on it as the
Quebec members are in the habit of insist.
ing on whatever they may want to get,

be greatly improved by the construction of
the short road now %o be subsidized,

We have no reason to suppose that a
subsidy fo a railway to Lake Temiscaming
would be opposed by the French member®
of the house of commons, but if it were
proposed and thus opposed the inferencs
would be obvious—that the French people
wish to appropriate the whole of this fine
region as a preserve for themselves, We
find no fault with our French fellow-
citizens for spreading over Quebeo, or even
into Ontario, They multiply so rapidly
in numbers that they most spread some.
where, and they ‘make excellent citizens
everywhere. But they must bewarg
of standing in the way of onr
expansion, and if they get aid %o open
up a way for themselves to the
wild lands of Ontario, they must be careful
not to thwart she efforts of she people of
this province $o reach them,

Before these railway subsidy resolutions
pass the ‘dominion government must add
one for & railway northward from Callen-
dar. The road to that point will be open
in & very few months, and work should be
begun next winter at furthest on the
extension, The matter is one for th®
government to deal with, and on them and
their followers rests the responsibity if
Tight is not done, .
