Level Railway Crossing*.

Toronto ha* a substantial grievance in the 
number of level railway crowing* in the city. 
A civic deputation was iu Ottawa this week 
trying to improve the condition of affair* at 
tbo Queen-street crossing of tt^e Don and to 
secure gates at the crossing of Lansdowne- 
avenue in the west end.

in regard to the Don crossiugf a high level 
bridge is the only cure, and this will cost a 
lot of money and take iT long time to carry 
out. The two big railways will' have to pay a 
part of the cost. Further down east on 
Queen-street is the dangerous level crossing 
at De Grassi-street. There is a large street car 
traffic and a still larger wagon traffic making 
to sod from the Kingston-road over both these 
crossings. Higher up the river the city has 
built a high level bridge at Gerrard-street 
and a subway under the 
tracks at Carlaw-avenue. Tttpee are 
two splendid improvements and would be 
of great advantage were Gerrard-street ex­
tended to the Kings ton-road. But until this 
is done they will be little used. The exten 
sion of Gerrard-street from its present ter­
mination in Green wood-aveuue to the 
Kingston-road involves the construction of 
a mile and a half of road in the township of 
York, exactly half way between Danforth- 
avenue and Queen-street and parallel to 
these two. We.believe the land necessary 
therefor has been dedicated or will 
bo dedicated by the property-owners. It 
rests therefore with the Township Council to 
cot the work under way.' A few thousand 
dollars would make a good macadamized 
road along Gerrard-street, from Pape-avenue 
to the Kings ton-road, and were this done 
nine oat of every twelve rigs that eater the 
city from the Kingston-road by Queen-street, 
crossing the tracks twice at De Grassi-street 
and at the Don, would enter by Gerrard- 
street and through the subway at Carlaw-

The Crime off Being Poor.
Editor World: Laws are supposed to be 

made in the interests of the many, I be­
lieve. “The many” pieans a great majority 
of people iu ordinary and poor circum­
stances, as tound in every city like ours, and 
one would think that naturally all city 
regulations governing conditions whereby 
“the many” become the debtors of the 
“civic government” would be made to fall 
as lightly as possible upon their shoulders. 
But this is not so. Take for instance the item 
of Waterworks accounts; what do we find 
there but legalized highway robbery 
poor, wbo constitute “the many”? In the 
first place the water rates are payable in ad­
vance. A discount of 60 per cent, is allowed 
if these advance rates are paid on or before 
a certain time. On the other hand a fine of 
60 per cent is levied upon all those who are 
unable to pay the rates before the expira­
tion of this set time; no matter even if 
they were able a wqek or two later 
to pay. Why are not these rates 
equally applicable with the discount 
to the poor man so long as he pays his 
account to the city before the time is up for 
which the account is rendered# If the city 
can give 60 per cent, discount to those v^ho 
can pay their water rates within two 
months from date of account, why cannot 
this same discount, or sa y 50 per cent., still 
be allowed if accounts are met iu three or 
even four months from date of account ? 
Why charge usury at the rate of 5 per cent, 
per month? Iu what way does the city 
settle with those favored ones that have 
water meters on tfi^premises^ Are those 
bills computed in advaufcekalso and paid, or 
are they paid for when thVwater has been 
used for six months? As the city is never a 
loser, no matter whether its water rates are 
paid by the one who used or uses the water, 
someone has to pay, or no water will be 
turned on. Then why not tbrotv off this fine 
for being poor and unable to pay up just on 
a certain date? I would like to learn of some 
reason that necessitates this present state of 
affairs. A Water-User.
