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WEDNESDAY,

— When the project of an annual provin-
clal fair was mooted, we argued that in sup-
planting the smaller county exhibitions it
would be ineffective, in the measure deeired,
as & means of stimulating agriculture. As
a matter of fact the inter-county fairs of a
few years ago attracted exhibits of the pro-
duoe of the farm that were quite equal in
quality, if not in volume, to the annual
spread in the provincial fair buildings.
These inter county exhibitions used, also, to
be run without deficits, and the shire town
in many of the counties of the province has
had ita business substantially brightened by
these periodical gatherings. The farmers
then participated more generally in making
the shows representative, and in the divi-
elon of the prize list. Now but a few of
our farmers go to the fair as exhibitors.
The expense is too great for small exhibits,
and the business has fallen to the men who
hope to make prize farming pay by monopo-
lizing the prize list to the exclusion of small
competitors. We know before the prize re-
sults are published who will be the winners
in the field, garden, orohard and stock lists,
because we know that only large exhibitors
oan afford to transport expensive exhibits to
the capital city for public show. The aver-
age farmer, with produoe enough to make a
oreditable small exhibit, would patronize
the inter-county exhibition and carry away
a prize or two with a great deal of pride and
satisfaction, feeling amply repaid for the
effort it cost to win the honors, but heis not
prepared to forward a similar exhibit to
Halifax and pay the expense of a trip for
himself, and perhaps one or two members of
his family, to the city, just to see how it
looks In the general show. The fact that
our provincial exhibition is monopolized by
a few heavy exhibitors rather than by the
multitude of farmers, s evidence that the
project is a mistaken one, if the ultimate ob-
ject of the show is to encourage a general
improvement in farming. A provincial fair
is all right in its place, but it does not de-
serve government patronage to the exclusion
of the smaller shows. Give the counties'
thelr innings and have an occasional mam-
moth spread for variety. Thus far the Ex-
hibitlon Commission has found it impossible
te make the big fair pay expenses and the
publio treasury has each year to meet a big
draft inorder that Halifax may reap a harvest
from the exhibition visitors. To the city the
exhibition is probably worth half a million
dollars annually; but this does not make the
scheme any more popular with the rest of the
province nor does it constitute an argument
in favor of its practicability. If the Com-
mission would arrange with New Brunswick
for fairs on alternate years they “would io-
crease their chances of financial success and
the province would, we venture to say, be
quite as well satisfied as with the present
program. Fair tests have proven the project
» somewhat unsatisfactory one to say the
least, and it is pertinent to ask the promo-
ters at this time what they propose doing
about it. In line with perhaps every other
representative of the provincial press, the
MoNITOR has given each of these big shows
& fair and full advertisement to help towards
its success, but it won’t succeed; and as it is
& public institution we believe it needs a
healthy criticlsm rather than a blind support.

-—The County Council did not hesitate to
grant a right of way from Victoria Beach to
Middleton to the Granville and Victoria
Beach Railway Company; what does Bridge-
town purpose doing in the matter? Ther:
are ways and ways of disposing of questions 4
of public interest, but perhaps the most un-
satisfactory way of all is to shelve them.
To our knowledge there are two questions of
importance to the ratepayers of Bridgetow
awaiting decision from adjourned meetings,
and how much larger the list is to be per-
mitted to grow, no one dare prophesy. It
would be a business-like procedure to call
these meetings and dispose of these ques-
tions, Depend upon it, the ratepayers know
enough of both projects to vote intelligent
solutions at short notice. The sewerage
project and the railway right of way are
matters that must be voted on fairly, sooner
or later, and it seems to us that this unfin-
ished work should be brought before the
ratepayers at the earliest possible moment.
The Town Council can have no axe to grind
at either of these stones, and it has the
power to facilitate a settlement of both ques
tions by simply calling the adjourned meet-
ings. The ratepayers naturally expect this |
to be done. The accumulation of such busi-
ness {8 a mark of corporate incapacity. The
future will have problems of its own, those
of the present need sttending to in proper
season. . The sewerage question was trifled
with, but there is no exzuse for trifling with
the railway right of way. It is a matter
that calls for early discussion, and we be~
lieve the ratepayers are ready to grant to
the railway company the limited favors
asked for; if not, then their voies will tell
another story and the railway people will
know what to expect. It is argued that
this railway proposition savors of politics,
and that any advancement of the project
will favorably affect the government of the
day in the interested constituency, but this
argument will hardly bear scrutiny. The
project was launched years before an election
was thought of; has been steadily hammered
into shape for business rather than political

purposes, and at this stage it deserves rea-
sonable recognition.

The Pulp Industry.

There is undoubtedly a great future for the
pulp industry in Canada, and its develop-
ment is now being pushed forward rapidly.
Mills of large capacity are springing up in
different parts of the country and yet the
demand continues to be greater than the
supply. In the Maritime Provinces we have
stretches of spruce land and all the natural
advantages for manufacturing. The pros-
pect is that the industry will be a great
source of wealth to us in the not very distant
fature.

The spruce lands of the United States are
being rapidly denuded owing to the remark-
able growth of the industry there, and Am-
erican capitalists are turning their attention
to Canada with a view to supplying the fut-
ure demand for paper making material.

Referring to this subject the New York
Commercial says : “Canada and the other
British provinces must furnish this continent
with most of its white paper stock in the not
far distant future. For a quarter of a cen-
tury past this denudation of spruce lapds
has been going on steadily, with little or no
effort at replacement, and for some years
past some A i paper facturers,
alarmed at the prospect of a spruce famine
in this country, have been hauling spruce
logs from Canadaat a great expenee, in order
to put off as long as possible the day when
our own forests shall cease to yield material

All of the family lived to a ripe old
age. Mr. Bent was twice married. His
first wife was Miss Mary Eliza Bath, by
whom he had seven children, of whom five
survive.

L. Palmer, widow of Judge Palmer; Eliza-
beth A., Gilbert O. and Frank G. His sec
