of humanity had surged in all the
morbid curiosity that is human na-
ture, not one of them was there this
morning to break the restful erapti-
ness of the huge space beyond the
railing.

their accustomed places. Thbe little
mother of Mansfield Ross, was there,
Eleanor Perry, his fiancee, was there,
with two of her sisters, waiting for
the boy who would soon be delivered
back to them out of the ‘custody of
the law. But the great, curious pub-
lic beyond the barrier—the great
curious public had heard the verdict
and gone its thousand ways.

Captain George Henry Perry, brut-
ally and horribly murdered within
the shadow of his own house on
Argyle street, sleeps on in his grave
in a cemetery in this town. He sleeps
there with his murder unavenged
with the person who struck those
fearful death dealing blows at large
and unidentified.

The defence had its theory. The
monster in human form who struck
down Captain Perry, Mr. Landry had
declared, was lurking about the
Perry premises that evening. He fol-
lowed Captain Perry into the yard
as the captain was coming horme from
the Nickerson house, followed him
into the shadow, or possibly waited
there for him. and as the victim was
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about to enter his own door, he was
done to death. This, the defence
counsel was moved to tell the jury,
was the work of a man, not A woman
- demanding - “Where is that man”.
And that is the question that Yar-
mouth and Nova Scotia must ask
today. “Where is that mani”

Almost have some people in Yar-
mowuth come to believe in the psychic.
A strange tale is told here that seems
to fit almost uncannily the theory
advanced by the defence. It is said
that a former Yarmouth woman now
living in the United States became
deeply interested in the Perry murder
mystery. She consulted a medium,
this medium is said to have told this
woman a remarkable story.

Captain Perry, it was declared,
was killed by a man taller than him-
self. A man who wore a cap slouch-
ed down on one side of his head.
This man struck the captain as he
was entering his own home, struck
him down, finished him and robbed
him of his purse. The money the
assailant took, throwing the purse
into some shrubber, where it would
later be found.

And so the Perry murder enigma
rests for the time being, with the
mystery as deep as ever, the riddle
unsolved and the perpetrator or per-
petrators of one of the most shock-
ing orimes in the annals of this
province stili iree and unpunished.

Yarmouth, July S—Mansfield Ross,
one of the principal figures in Nova
Scotia’s most famous murder trial
and Miss Eleanor Perry, daughter of
the late Captain Perry were married
this afternon in Holy Trinity church
by Rev. H. L. Haslam.

The ceremony Wwas pertormed in
the presence of only the members
of the families of the bride and
groom, Immediately following the cou-
ple returned to the Perry home a2
Argyle Street.

This marriage will set =2t rest
rumors of the previous marriage of
this young couple.

It had been reported for some
time that the couple would be mar-
ried as soon as Ross was released.

An accident which has cast a gloom
over this town was reported tonight
when Lawrence Richard and bis cou-
sin Paul Ritchard were drowned at
Vedgeport last night. They were both
18 years old.
