AT THE MEETING, this month, of the Ameri-
can Medical Association in Washington a com-
mittee was appointed to petition Congress to
create a Cabinet officcr to be called the Secre-
tary of Public Health, having supecvision over
State medicine and general hygiene, the man-
agement of epidemics, the regulation of the
laws of medical education and the restriction of
immigration ; all were active factors in govern-
ment, and as such need a Cabinet representative.
