I am convinced my-
aclf that the edueation of the furmers s
been and is very defective, also, the ap-
portunities for edueating them ara very
few and defective, cnusing a great num
ber of our young men to leave onr coun.
try dissatisfied with our resources amd
adlvantages, whieh, if properly understood,
wonld be more highly prized. The kind
of institution contemplated is very simi-
lar to the one now in operation at Guelph,
Ontario. 1 feel confident that if Nova
Scotia would wnite with our Province,
such an institution would be pructical as
well as useful, for we are compelled to
compete now with Great Britain to find a
murket for our produce. None will pre-
tend to deny the fact that we are very far
behind them in knowledge of our calling,
which I am sure would be remedied by
establishing an institution of the kind
hefore mentioned. I will esteem it a
favor if you let me know your views of
the scheme at an early day.

oye and tho heart of the husbandwan, as
well as affurd auniwals protection {row the
ann and storm.
