EXAMINATIONS IN HORTON
ACADENY.

TWrhave nut much spaco in this issue
to devoto to theso examinations, but wa
cannot entircly pass them overin-silence
To say that thoy wero very creditable to
all parties concerned would give but &
poor idea of their excellence.  One could
not attend these examinations without
being struck with the superivrity of the
training obtained im Horton Academy.

but as theso and former oxaminations
clearly ovinced, thoy go fo the fountain
head and study principles which alono
are valuable.

Governor General's Bronze Medal was
awarded to Mr J. G. Belyea, of Kings
Co., N. B, for excellence in Arithmetic.
This Medal was competed for by the
Matriculating Class, and honorable men-
tion was made of Mr. Dykman, whoss
papers were almost on a par with those
of the winner.

Prof. "Lufts; principal of the Academy,
was presented with a gold chain accom-
panied by an address from the young
ladies of the Seminary ; Miss Woodworth
also recoived from her pupils a valuable
writing desk. Mr Belyes, in behalt of
the Mairicnlating Class, read an address
to Prof. Tufts, Messrs Caldwoll and Eaton.

The noxt item in the afternoon’s pro-
mme was addresses, which were de-
livered by Rovds. G. M. W. Carey and Dr.
Crawley, Messrs. S. Seldon, M. J. Griffin,
J. W. Longley, A.B.,, J. ¥. L. Parsons,
A B, and others. M. Caroy expressed his
delight at being present on the occasion.
It was hisfirst visit to Horton, but should
not be his last. Ho spoke in the highest
Taudatory terms of the cxawminations in
the Academy, as also of the litorary ex-

orcises of tho aftornoon. Dr. Crawley,
cloquently addressed the young ladies
who had just reccived diplomas. One
point acknowledged and enlarged apon
by all tho speakors was, that the Academy
was doing efficient work—that it was a
first-class school, and that it was an in-
stitution of which the country might woll
bo proud.

Twenty-five young men have presonted
themssolves for entrance into college this
year, and have braved tho fiery ordeal of
two long day written examinations, with
what success romains yet to be seert.

At the close of the exerciscs, Prof.
Tufts declared the Academy closed for
two months vacation, to open again on
the 10th of August next

In conclusion we might say toany who
desiro either to prepare for college, or for
teaching, or to carry their education be-
yond the limits reached in our common
schools, that we know not where they can
do bettor than in attending Horton Aca-
demy. Do not fear denominational in-
fluences. No one ever found out that
this was a Baptist Institution in the class
room. ‘The fundamental principles of our
religion are recognized always when met
with, but nothing sectarian is ever heard
from the teachers; whilst the advantages
both in competent instructors and in
good accomodations at a very cheap rate,
cannot wo believe be surpassed in tho
country.
