Tag Parish of St. Paul, Norwalk, Conn.,
dates its existence sixty yeara before the Revo-
Jution, and the church is said to be the first
consecrated in America by Bishop Seabury. A
new and beauiiful chapel has just been erected
in connection with the Parish, called *The
church of our Holy Saviour.”

Tue Duke of Westminster, while laying the
foundation stone of a new church at Coldbath,
Wales, said that there were evidences all over
of the revival of the Church. This was one of
the signs of the times, and he had no doubt
that the Bishop of the Diocese of St. Asaph
kuew of very many cases where the congrega-
tions were daily and hourly increasing.

Tue Rev, H, T. Armfiold’s * Statistics of tho
Total Ordinations in England,” shows that the
number of candidates was the lowest of rocent

vears, and of the 103 (58 Dencons and 46
Priests) only 38, or some 36 per cent, wore
graduates of Oxford or Cambridge, Thisis the
lowost percentage that has evor occurred.

Tur Bishop of Manchester comploted his
visitation of his Diocese on the 7th April, which
occupied him oxactly a year. Ho visited ovory
parish, had interviews with 921 eclorgy, and

nearly every Church officer, and catochised
200,000 children in the day schools, besides
giving addrosses in every Doanery but one, to
Church worlkers,

" Tue Bishop of Reading, in dedicating u new
roredos in St. John Baptist, Oxon, latoly said
theroe were two things for which we had still to
strivo; first, to restore God's own service of the

Holy Communion to its rightful position as
tho chiof service on each Sunday which overy
Christian person should feel bound to attend ;
sccondly, to make the daily life of Christians
to correspond with theiv Sunday worship,

Ox 23rd May, 1890, Mr. Gladstone, ox-
Promier, used these gomarkablo words in re-
gard to the Church in"Wales: * There is n com-

-plete ecclesinstical, constitutional, and, for every

practicable purpose, historical idontity betweon
the Churchin Wales and tho Church in Lng-
land,” Evidently the attack now boing made
on the former is, if suceessful, only a prelude to
liko action in regard to the Church of Ingland
itsclf, if successful.

Tue Rov. Dr, Wilkins, rector of St, Paul's
Church, Des Moines, Iowa, having beon invited
to address the mons’ meoting in the Y, M. C, A,
building on a recent Sunday, suggested that he '
should bring his vesiry choir and hold the
Church's service. The suggestion was accept-
ed, and a congrogation made up of about 300
men jomned most heartily in the worship, So
thoroughly was the servico appreciated that it
is hoped it may scom bo ropeated.

Lorp Rosents laid last month the memorial
stone in connection with the enlargement of the
parish church of St. Mary Magdalens, Wool-
rich, built in 1723. Towards the cost, £8,000,
the Rev. C. Escreet, the presont rector, has

contributed £1,000, A church has stood on or
noar the spot for about 1,000 yeurs, and in the
surrounding churchyard are buried many hun-
dreds of soldiers who served in the Peninsular
and other wara, Lord Roberts said : “ He con-
sidered the Church typical of our national life,
free from civil war and turmoil of political life,
which had done its work unobstrusively, and
the changes which had taken place in the
course of its history only,showed how the Eng-
lish people held fast to that which was good.
Their old religion was well worth preserving.
