‘I'he use
of plate, porcelain, or glass appesrs to bLe very
limited, and is probably interdicted by some rule
of nationality orreliglon. Irom the emperordown
to the mennest peasant, all make use of the light
varnished or japanned cups and dishes, the juner
gubgtance of which in wood or paper, or what wo
call papier-mnche. Another tree called forasi gives

The inven-
tion of micro-photography made ‘them indeed,
during the siege of Paris, even more useful than at
any of the carlier famous sleges in which we know
them to have been employed, Itiaonly sinco 1848
that a great London banking-house ceased to des-
patch pigeons as a regular post between London
aud Parls. The pigeons for this service flew in re-
lays, but gingle birds have been sent from Rome to -
Belgium, a distance of nine hundred miles. Plgeons
are now being’ trained for atother useful purpose.
