WSS FANNY PARNALL

Saturdey’s New York JHerald :—

Miss Parnell, second sister of the Land
Lsugue leader, Charlos Stewart Parnell, died
suddenly at two o’clock yesterdny niternoon
at the Old Ironsides maonsion, her mother'a
home, near Bordentown, N. J. In the morn-
ing she had taker a carrisge drive
sud scemed to be Iun  her nsoal
good Leolth and epirite. DMrs. Stewart sbout
one o'clock went into her room and found
her lyiog on hor bed uncopsclous snd ber
heart faintly beating. Mrs. Parnell wag
colled in and a physician summoned, but in
vain, She eank rapidly snd died evidently
of peralysisof the heart. She was known to
bave heart diseage, and sometimee she wounld
be found lyivg apparently in a trance.

Fanny Parcell was one of fonr danghters of
John H, and Delia L, S. Parnell, and was

" horn st Avondale, the property which ber
brother now holds, in county Wicklow, Ire-
land,pbont the year 1848, She was carefnlly
trained at home, and, though a Protestant,
was sent, a8 many of her creed are, from Ire-
land to have bLer education finighed
ot a convent in Parls. When she returned
the brightness which her early years had
ghown was foundto have beon augmented by
hor Parislan education and the brief sojourn
she bad made abroad., She proved tbat she
was au observsnt girl and that phases of life,
whether of men or women, or inanimate, did
not escape her attention. Tbis trait wassub-
tequently geen in her-postic effortc. She was
alively girl, and, like her sister, exhibited a
good deal of febrile energy that no doubt was
taken from the Americsn side. In the roomy
old house at Avondale Manor she passed some
vears. Here, in the midst of the wild and
Plctureeque scenery of Wicklow and Wex-
ford she found much to nurture, not only
her poetic temperament, but thoss
natural aspirations which have since
distinguished the tamily. As romantic as any
dreamy young maiden would wish wus ihe
site of her home on' the edge of the deep
vale in which the Avon rashed on to meet the
Avoca, which Moor hag immortalized, The
house was surrounded by noble trees, and
from the lawn wasn fize view of Castle
Howard. In this lovely home she was hap-
pler than her sister Anns, becamse in her
versification she bad an extra outlet for that
Supernbuandant energy which to Aana wagn
little troublesome.

Shortly after the foundntion of the ZIrish
Leople in Dublin, the orpan of the Fenlan
Brotherhood, Kanny Parnell became acontri-
butor to its poetic columns. Here, under the
signature of # Aleria,” she gave vent to her
patriotic feslinge, and by the harmony of ber
verses, mnd the truth and feeling which
often characterized  her postry, gailned
many an admirer. If 1t gshould . be
denied that sho hnd a talent for poetry,
it must be confessed that she hod
a taste for it. Oertainly she Lad more than
a tagte for it, for & perusai of her published,
Land League songs andotber pleces shows
that she read many and various authors who
have kept thelr names on the rolls of fame:as
having successfully soaled the Parnassian
mount. She was not an imitator, like many
an spprentice to the trade, but etruok ont new
Paths for herself, even though she trod them

with the same galt as travellers on the beaten’

roads, It ‘may be sald, however, -that “her
poetry will belong popular, as- much'on ac-
count of its own intrinsf® work as because of
the name of the writer. - One of -her pleces,
publishod “laét year iu- the' Boston Liles on

the killing of & young woman by the police
in Ireland, will be remembered, and part of
its lines applied to the writer by mapy of her
counfrywomsn :—

Ellen Macdonagh! dark is thy grave,

Father and mother in vain mayrave,

N and stark thon art laid;

Only =z gentle peasant maid,

Thatloved and lolled, sufiered and prayed;

Yet rather I'd sleep ’'nmeath thy churchyard

stone,
Than sit with the Queen on her ghastly throns,
This throne of which I tel),
That is bullt o’er the flames of hell!

Her lines on ¢ The Anglo.American
Editor's Crew,” a hit at Ministsr Lowell, is
not devoid of point :—

Idon’t believe in clamorons mobs,
An’ Communistic rantin’;
Idubelieve in rings aud jobs,
An’ most in learned Cantin?;
This lays oneasy thoughts to rest,
‘While landlords rise and bless me,
Patricians hail me as & guest,
A’ duchesses earess me.

ever they appeared their sex, if
not their persussive eloguence, com-
marded harmony. But it must be said that
Fanny Parnell did not possess that ready
oratorical power which distingunisbes so many
of ber family.

£nd always profaced her remarks by an apo-
logy for ber lack of many words. She be-
came the jounder ofthe Ladies’ League here
and wag, up 10 the timu of her death, its se-

cretary. She and her mother differed in their
political views, but 10 no very great ex-
teut,

daughter Fapny and malaria combined. Fle
funazal will take pluce oun Monday next, The
remnins will be placed in the receiving vauls
at River View Cemetery, Trenton, where it
will remaiy until Ars. Parnell hes recovered
snd the relatives are enabled to be precent at
the interment. The body will then be re-
moved to the faniily vault in Boston. "The
remaios will be enclosed by » white oak cas-
ket.

A HEARTY WELCOME—HIS LORD3HIP MET BY 4

8. L., which criticise keunly and wittily the
revised edition of the New Testament. None
shounld read this work more attentively <han
thoss who—Mke the revisers—think they
know grammar, but really do not, for Mr.
Moore thows numerous mlstakes in the re-
vised edition in such a msoner that will con-
vince overyone he I8 right and the learned
diviues of Oxford wrong. Nor is it dry read-
ing, as Mr. Moore Is a wit as well a8 a gram-
marian.
