Eno
won every game he played and carried off the
prize—a medni valued at §50. Ho zave §20
himself to form a second prize.

The ex-president ia a frequent attendant
upon the performances of the Dime Muscum
in 8t.

A fow evenings ago lie guve
an elegant dinner ut his country house to the
lawyers who defended him during his trial
on the extrudition proceedings and to other
friends, some of them high ofiicers in the
administration of justice in this city.

Notwithstanding the earnrst protestutions
of friends who arc continually warning him
of his danger, but at whose fears ho good-
naturedly faughs, Eno persists in driving Lome
from the city at all hours of the¢ night. The
St. Louis road is very guiet and seeluded
at all times and nathing wounld be casier for
w smart detective than to kidnap the
ex-rresident on his way, cross the river with
him on the ice and have him driven across
the American frontier, almost hefore ke could
be missed. John C.’s continued carelessness
in this respect lends color to the report cit-
culated here that his father is about satisfy-
ing all demands against him and arranging
for his return to New Yorlk.

4 SOLEMN CEREMONIAL.

INVESTITURE WITIL TIIE PALLIUM OF ARCRH
BISHOP RYAXN OF PHILADELPHIA.

Parcaperrara, Jan, 4.—The imposing cere.
mony of investing Acchbishop Ryun with
the pallium took place in the cathedral to-
day. Over 5,000 people were in the build-
ing, while 2,000 more remained in the street
during the ceremonies. Many distinguished
prelates were present, among whomn were
Archbishops Gibbons of Baltimore, Lynch
af Toronto, Williams of Boston, and Corri-
gon of New York, and Bishops Ryan of
Buffalo, and Mahoney of Toronto. The cere-
monies were grandly impressive and lasted
four hours. Many prominent Protestant
residents of the city wera present. Solemn
Bontiﬁcu.l mass was celebrated by Bishop

"Hara, of Scranton. The crush was terrible;
it required a squad of fifty police and ten
companies of the Pioneer corps to keep the

vast crowd under control. The main
altar waa  Dbesutifully  decked with
flowera, Archbishop Ryan sat upon his

throne during Mauss, Vicar-General Walsh
and Rev. Mr. Mulholland acting ns guard of
honor. The Archbishops were attired in the
oustomary robes of royal purple. Arch-
bishop Corrigan delivered a sermon from n
text deseribing the nscent of Elijah to heaven
in a whirlwind, and the falling of his mantle
vpon the shoulders of Elisha. Atthec m-
clusion of the sgermon the vestments and
sacred vessels used in tho celebration of
the Mass were removed. Archbishops Ryaun
and (iibbons removed their purple robes and
were clad in gold-mounted copes by the cler-
gymen, Archbishop Gibbons seated himself
ou the highest step of the altar and Arch-
bishop Ryan kuelt ut his feet und solemnly
took the customary oaih to be faithful to the
Sovercign Pontill’ and labor for the extivpa.-
tion of heresies and the propagation of the
fuith, The pallium having first been given
to Archbivhep yan to kiss, Archbishop Gib-
hons tenderly placed it around the formers
breast and shoulders. 'I'he ceremonies were
then brought to & close, The pallium wus
spun and woven in Rome, and can only he
worn on certain atated festivals,

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 MORE DYNAMITE.

ANOTHER EXPLOSION IN THE LONDON
UNDERGROUND RAILWAY—LITTLE DAM-
AGE DONE.,

Loxpos, Jan. 2—A dynamite explosion
occuirred on the underground railway botween
Gower street and King’a Cross station ot 9.30
this evening, the windows of » paseing train
were shattered and the gas lighta extinguish-
ed. DBeyond this thers was no damage
dono. The passengere were greatly terrified,
but no oue was hurt. The train resumed its
journey after a delay of twenty-five minutes.
The shock of the explosion was felt by the
residents of Euston road between St. Pancras
church and Judd street. The railway runa
the whole length of Euston road underncath
the roadway. A crowd speedily collected at
the vent shaft of Qssnlton street, from which
at the time of the explosion a quantity of
smoke issued. As soon ag possible after the
explosion a number of portera were sent to tho
gpot with Tampa and nppliances for clearing
the ltue.  Up to the present ti ne nothing has
been found. Residents in the locality were
greatly wlormed.  The shuck  overthrew
several wayfarers on Enstorr vaall IS5 way

guishad. The ticked collector 1 the stition
was thrown from his box wnd the engincer
workiug sho electeie light miuhinery wag
throwan from bis seat, landing on s fuse,
Ligata i other trains w the tnomnel wers
extinguishied by the explosion.  Passongera
were  ureasly  alarmed  and many  ladies
ninted, Gower street platform was lignrally
strewn with the forms of persons prostrased
by the shoelk,

Eouyes in the vicinity wern shakon and
bge peadway oscilluted. Two traing were
pupimg cach other at the timo, and in hoth
the Hghts were extinguished. windows
were shattered wnd the frame work of soveral
carriage donrg smashed, <The green, red ani
whito lights at front and rear of the traing
weore extinguished,  The ticket colleetor ut
Gower strect stution deseribes the report of
the explosion as shorp amd ringing in eharac-
ter, like the discharge ‘of n smull piece of
field artillery. The poiut where the explo-
sion occurred jg dircetly under the voad lead-
iag ta the mnin cantrance of the London &
Northwestesn railway atation. A ludy’s nose
was cut by the glass, and one gentleman had
his side and face, nnd another his wriss, cut.
Thess were the most serious casualties re-
ported. AN pnssengers left the teains ot
(fower street station.  Maoy wero in o half
fuinting condition,

Superintendent Willinms, of Heotlaud
Yard and the superintendents and inspectora
of the various distriets arrived nt (lower
street station half an hour sfter the explosion
and immediately proceeded down the line.
They discovered the signal box enstward of
St. Puncras church partinlly wrecked, The
signnla were aeparated and the clock stoppad
nt fourteen minutes past nine. The close of
the inspectian showed that the oxplosive could
not huve Leen gunnpowder as the sarronnding
brickwork was not blackencd. It must
therefore hnve been dynamite or gun ecotton,
The lcculity of the explosion is on the north
side of the line, midway between St. Pancras
church and Charlton street. The only clows
are a few fragments of paper strewn about
the track. At the site of the explosion
therc ia a hole in the solid musoury fune feet
from the ground, with & diameter of four foet
anladepth of five orsix inches. The ma-
ronry is more or less dumnyed for eight feet
all around the hole. The effeets of this ex-
plosion correspoud almost exactly with those
of the explorion ut Praed street station four-
teen months ago,  Both the trainy whick et
at the time and place of the explosion were
crowded with possengers. The third-class
onrringes suffered most from the shock. The
signal man who had charge of the wreeked
signul Lox sayy the floor of the box wna heaved
up, and he way half stunned.  Specdily ascer-
taining that the signalapparstus wes safe, Le
relit the gas and telegraphied ap wnd down the
line. The meeting of the two trains at the
place of the expiosion is regarded as accident-
al. The belief is general that some miscreant
dropoed  the explosive, with w time fane
attacked, from an enrlier train.  Proceeding
near the spot, the police forml a mun’s cap,
some picces of twine and burned fragments of
vag. An Irishman named Joseph Fennely has
been arrestzd at Dudley on a charge of loiter-
ing with the purpose of destroying property.
He answers to the description of one of the
men wanted in connection with the London
bridge outrage, He was remunded. The
lnnzdlord of the Rising Sun Hotol, near the
scene of the explosion, sayas thu shock was
folt severely io his house. Ho henrd a lond
rumbling noise and the housc sremed to be
shalen to its foundation. ile wns lenning
aver tha har at the time and was lifted nearly
a foot from tho floor. A luwres crowd of
excited people remauined at I ug's Cross nnd
Ciosver street stations until a date hour,  Col.
M jendie will examine the scone.
