It adapts itsell to all forms and
figures, and is within the reach of rich
and poor afike. There are 80 many ma
terials to choose frum this season that
one is bewildered with their beauty,
and the only way out of the ditticulty
seems to be the selection of many in-
stead of a few.

Some have plain turn-down
collars and deep culls of plain white
linen; others have immensd white sailor
collars with revers in front, bordered
with tiny wash gimp the color of the
shirt-waist,

More importance seems to be attached
to the shirt waist than to the apring
jacket, although the latter comes first in
order of seasons. No particular fixed
shape has been assigned to it and we see
it in all its forms and of various ma-
terials The palestshades of ladies cloth
and fine light-weizht meltons are em-
ployed inthe making of the more ele-
gant jackets seen this season. These
are lined with satin of the same or a
contrasting tint and are simply trimmed
with fine silk stitching and expensive
buttons. There are English juckets of
scverest tailor trim, and among the
novelties Polish coats of bright rcd
braided in black.

In the retail stores muslin is the sub
ject of the hour. The thought of it
makes you shiver perhaps, but if you
see these particular dotted Swiss and Bne
linen musline you would forget February
and its (st and revel in summer sun-
shine and tlowers. The patterns and d«-
signs are lovely. There aredainty linen
muslins with satin stripes and Veal in-
sertion running up and down their gauze
like surfaces and the sheen of a delicate
hued gilk lining—mauve, green. pink
blue, yellow or white—completes the ex-
quisite beauty of effect.
