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Resolved: That the City shall not pay any account uriless
the parties interested have settled the differences which
may arise between them, unless the accounts have been
paid and the laborers and workmen in the employ of the
sub-contractors or otherg are paid.

BEngineer Dupont, who is in charge of said works, was
instructed to see that mo account for said works is paid
before the same have been certified by him as correct.

37.—Ald. L. A. Lapointe appeared before the Board and
asked that an appropriation be voted for improvements to
the Champ de Mars.

Resolved: That the matter be referred to the Superinten-
dent of Parks and the City Surveyor for a report and amn
estimate of the cost of the improvements which should be
made to the Champ de Mars.

Co., Limited, amounting to $1,375.44 representing one
year and four months interest at 59 on a sum of $20,631.60
being the amount of a judgment rendered on the 11th
November 1910 in favor of said company.

The Comptroller and Auditor called the attention of the
Board to the fact that a report has already been made to
Council on the 23rd January 1911 recommending the pay-
ment of the costs in this case, to wit, $219.95.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that the sum of $1,375.44 be paid to said Company,
said sum representing one year and four months interest
at 5% on the amount of said judgment, to wit, $20,631.60.
