
In recent years, press councils have been 
established in the provinces of Alberta. Ontario and 
Quebec ; these are voluntary, self-disciplinary organi-
zations that consider complaints against newspapers. 
In the case of Quebec, the press council's scope 
includes broadcast as well as print media.
