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ARTICLE VII

Commnunications and Publications

1. No censorship shall be appiied to the officiai correspondence and other official

communications of the University.

2. The University shall have the right ta use codes and ta dispatch and reccive
officiai correspondence and ather officiai communications by courier or in
sealc bags, which shall have the saine privileges and immunities as diplomatic
couriers and bags.

3. The University shall have tic right ta publish freely within Canada, in the
fulfilment of its purposes. It is, hawever, understood that thc University shall
respect the laws and the international conventions applicable ta Canada relating
ta intellectual property.

ARICLEYV

Entrv. Stav and Degarture

1 The appropriate authorities shall facilitate the entry into and departure froin
Canada of personnel of INWEH, officiais and experts and other persans
invitcd thereto on officiai business.

2. Visas, where requîred, for persans referred ta in paragraph 1 above, shall be
issucd by Uic Govemment of Canada free of charge and as promptly as
possible.

3. The provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 shail also apply, as appropriate, ta Uic
spouses and relatives dependent on Uic persans referred ta in those paragraphs.

4. Except as provided abave in Uiis Article and in Uie Convention, Uic
Gavernmcnt of Canada retains full contrai and authority over the entry of
persans or property inta Uic tcrritory of Canada and Uic conditions under
whîch persans may remain or reside Uiere.

5. Na act performed by persans referred ta in paragraph 1 abave in their officia
capacity with respect ta Uic University shall constitute a rea.san for preventing
their entry inoa or departure frain the tcrritary af Canada or for rcquiring Uiem
ta leave Canada.

Personnel of INJWEH and Exoert

1 . Officiais af thc University shail enjoy such privileges and immunities as are
pravided for by Sectiort 18 of Article V and Article VIl of the Convention.

2. Officiais of Uic University within Uic scape of Section 19 of Article V of Uic
Convention shall enjay such privileges and immunities as are provided for by
Sections 18 and 19 of Article V and Article VII of Uic Convention.
