
Some 70 establishments in 1957 (52 in 1956)
employed 41,616 persons (35,563), and paid
them $179,699,000 in salaries and wages
($146,428,000). Cost of materials increased to
$148,547,000 in the year from $138,156,000 a
year earlier and value added by manufacture
jumped to $271,064,000 from $212,270,000.
