Appendix V:

Provisions Requiring
Consultation Procedure

The Treaty of Amsterdam amends existing pro-
visions and introduces new ones with regard to con-
sultation procedure. The European Parliament is
now consulted through this procedure in the fol-
lowing matters:

. Decisions on closer cooperation;
. Measures against discrimination;
. Most decisions on asylum and immigration;

. Recommendations on employment policy;
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. Implementation of social partner agreements in
social affairs;

6. Adaptation or supplementing of R&D
programmes;

7. Suspension of rights deriving from the Treaty for
a Member State which is in breach of
fundamental principles of the Union.

The following provisions, which provided for Par-
liament consultation only, remained unchanged:

1. Article 43, the main legal basis for action in the
field of agricultural policy. However, the provision on
public health was changed to encompass areas which
were previously ruled under Article 43, i.e., veteri-
nary medicine and phytosanitary measures. Since those
decisions are already being taken according to the co-
decision procedure, one may suggest that the Euro-
pean Parliament has at least “a foot in the door” to
become a decisive co-legislator in the agriculture field.
However, the important area of the common agricul-
tural market organisations is an object of Parliament
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
