
2. Without limiting the generality of their rights and
obligations under international law, the Contracting Parties
shall in particular act in conformity with the provisions Of the
Convention on Offences and Certain Other Acts Comniitted
on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on Septemnber 14, 1963,
the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawfijl Seizure of
Aircraft, signed at 'Me Hague on December 16, 1970, the
Convention for the Suppression of Unlawfiul Acts Against the
Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on
September 23, 197 1, and thc Protocol for the Suppression of
Unlawfixl Acta of Violence at Airports Serving International
Civil Aviation, signed at Montreal on 24 February 1988 and
any other multilateral agreemnent governing aviation sccurity
binding upon both Contracting Parties.

3. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request ail
necessary assistance to eacli Cher to prevent acta of unlawful
seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful acta against Uic
safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew, airports and
air navigation facilities, and any other threat to Uic security of
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
