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Sir John A, Macdonald thought there was
no great encouragement in this course. The
late Contingencies Committee had got into
considerable disfavour for their action in re-
gard to stationery. He could promise, how-
ever, that the Government would see to it,
that there was a plentiful supply of stationery
as they wished to be considered a stationary
Government. (Laughter.)

ARGENTEUIL AND JOLIETTE ELECTIONS

The Committee on these elections reported
that they had not been able to meet in con-
sequence of the non-attendance of some
members.

MESSAGE FROM THE GOVERNOR
GENERAL

A message was read from His Excellency
transmitting copies of correspondence re-
specting the Intercolonial Railway.

Mr. Walsh enquired if the returns asked for
by the member from Lambton were meant to
embrace all the paper in the Intercolonial
Railway Commissioners’ office? There they
had nothing but the correspondence con-
nected with the railroad contracts.

Mr. Mackenzie would be obliged to be
informed who was the responsible Minister
in this matter. (Laughter.) He had objected
to the member for Norfolk, as Commissioner
for the Intercolonial Road, having a seat in
the House. It was still more objectionable to
have the hon. member exercising the func-
tions of a Minister in the House. His (Mr. Mac-
kenzie’s) motion was carried, and what he
desired to get was all the correspondence con-
nected with the location of the route, prior to
the appointment of the member for Norfolk.

Mr. Walsh would take care in future how
he afforded the hon. member any information.

INTEREST

Mr. Bowell introduced a Bill, entitled the
Interest Act of Canada.

Hon. Mr, Holion though the Finance Minis-
ter ought to have something to say regarding
this Bill. The Government undertook to deal
with this question of interest last session, and
it was distinctly understood that they would
take up the matter this year. A private mem-
ber now proposed to introduce a Bill on the
subject, and he thought the Government
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Sir John A. Macdonald pense gqu’on s’enga-
gerait alors dans une voie sans issue. Le
dernier Comité des contingences ne s’est pas
montré trés efficace en ce gui concerne la
papeterie.
