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I think, is about twenty miles, or a littie more,
west of Moose Jaw. At present the city of
Moose Jaw gets its water fromn the supplies
that are to be found in the sand areas in the
vicinity of Caron. By establishing water
storage in that sand area, Moose Jaw in the
end might be able ta obtain better supplies
of water than they are able to obtain froin
that district at the present time, and ta that
extent, we may be assisting Moose Jaw. But
any arrangements that may be made by that
city to improve their water supply wiIl concern
the area between Caron and Moose Jaw.
So far as we are concerned we are taking no
part whatever in thiat. M\y understanding of
the statement made by the hion. member for
Moose Jaw during, the election campaign in
Sas.katchewan is that hie rliscussed the possibil-
ity of the Saskatchewan governrnent doing
somcthing to assist the city of Moose Jaw in
briiîging iviter fram Caron ta that city, and
that lie made some statement in regard to
the matter. 0f course that doos flot concern
us bore; that is a matter between the con-
stitniencv whichi lic represcots and the provin-
cial gai cînrncnt. It lovs flot corne under this
vote c\cept in this wav, that we are providing
water storage at Caron, and Moose Jaw may

gt1ere in order ta obtain w'iter. Wi th
reg.,ird to the engineeoring, we have had our
own nogiocer report to lis on tlhe possibilities
of e-.t1iihing water storage at Caron, and
the reports are ta the efToot that this cao be
donc sarjsLýfactarilv.

Mr. PURLEY: That is, hrin 'ging it from the
Sn-.ka tellcwan river down Thunder creek?

Mir. GARDINER: Yes.

Mir. PERLEY: Are any cogineers working
on tlie prajcpt 'it pr-esent?

ir.GARDINER: 1 can give the righit bon.
leader of the apposition the aurne that
tenders will be ealled for on aIl cantracts of
the type for which tenders properly cari he

called. I would vary that only ta this extent,
that there may be some cases similar ta that
of the Cypress dam, for example, where it
would be necessary ta limit the number
bidding on the contract because of the fact
that we want ta get the type of equipment
which will put ta work the people in the
particular community.

Mr. BENNETT: The maximum number of
local people?

Mr. GARDINER: Yes. 0f course, in
cannection with these works these people are
really selected by the contractors themselves.

Mr. BENNETT: I realizo that. and that
is the reasan why I ask the minister if he
wauld sce fliat theî'e is inserted in the con-
tract thoso provisions nov, inserted in con-
tracts of the Department of Labour. In fact,
I thauglit those clauses were inserted in sarne
of the corutracts, but 1 nov' understand they
were nct. Tt docý seemn ta me that having
regard ta the faut that thrcughi an act cf
Ccii fuis ronditioo lias arisco. and because we
are aIl interested in it, tlîc samne prov ision
should hc, incorparated in tlîese cooiracts as
in those of the Department cf Lahour. That
cs. thiere should ho o disc'riminat ion. Tlîe
Minister cf Agriculture will recaîl flic gelîcral
sensc cf the clauce.

I\r. CGARDINER: I undcrstand tliere is
a claitse ta that effeet in aur agreements. I
ar n ot sure that tliore is anc iii the contracts
cntered ia witli flue indlividuiil cent ractars.

I\Ir. BENNETT: I tliink tliere shouîld be.

I tliink t ho asý;urance tlîe
muni-t or lia'. guvvun witli respect ta public
tenders is quîiîe :.iiisfactorvy, frorn miv stand-
pcint . Do I uIi(lo''.iand iliat in tenuders the
bids are liniited la particular people. ci' that
tliere is a sti'ict]y puublic tenîder? Tt is clîought
tliot tlîoî' suould be public tendeis. exoýept
in exceptional cases about wlîueh ivo miglit
agreo fInît this candition sîouild not apply.
