ICELAND-STATEMENT ON EXTENSION 0F FISHIING
LIMITS FOR FOREIGN TRAWLERS

member for Gloucester addressed this question
ta me:

In view of the recent threat by the Danlsh
islands in the north Atlantic to follow the example
of Iceland and extend their fishlng limita to 12
miles, can the mmlister advise the house if the
Canadian government recognizes the extension of
the fishing limits to a 12-mnile width of wat;ers off
their coasta. as announccd by the government of
Iceland?

rformally extended its fishing limits ta 12

miles, I must point out that there has been
no extension by the Icelandic government
of its fisheries limits. The only definite
annauncement that has been made in this
respect by the Icelandie gavernment is that
it has expressed its intention ta establish
such a zone on September 1, s0 1 cannot
answer the hon. member's hypathetical
question.

Mr. H. J. Robichaud (Gloucester): Would
the Secretary of State for External Affairs
answer the second question which I addressed
ta him yesterday, and which is recorded an
page 1037 of Hansard? It is based on a state-
ment made in Halifax on Sunday last and
reported in the Halifax Chranicle-Herald of
Monday, June 9, ta the effect that Canada

*would try ta obtain a compromise arrange-
ment concerning the 12-mile fishing limit at
the next conference an the law of the sea?

Hon. J. A. MacLean (Minister of Fisheries>:
Since this question is apparently based on an
interview with me perhaps I shauld answer it.
It is evident from the news stary that a
misconstruction was inadvertently put on a
reply which 1 made ta a question.

The misunderstandîng probably arase from
the fact that I was asked if, in my opinion,
any conference an the law of the sea in the
near future might have a hope af reaching
an agreement. I expressed the belief that
there was a wide divergence of opinion and
considerable confiict of interest on this ques-
tion, and that agreement could only be
reached as a result of compromise. I made no
statement which was intended ta indîcate in
any way what Canada's position would be or
what Canada might attempt ta obtain at any
future canference on the law of the sea.
