Hon. E. J. Benson (Minister of National
Revenue): The number of cars or the dollar
value of cars imported from the U.S.A. in
1965 which did not qualify for duty free
entry because the firm or firms did not main-
tain the same ratio between cars produced
and sold in Canada in the base year of Aug-
ust 1, 1963 to July 31, 1964, is not known at
the present time, for the reason that com-
pany returns are not as yet available for
audit.

FARM GUIDANCE AGENCY

providing guidance and information to farmers
on the possibilities of a rational production of
diversified crops, compatible with the soil resources
and the commercial outlets?

The various activities of federal and provin-
cial departments of agriculture are related to
the objective of profitable operation of farms.
To provide co-ordination in guidance and
information to farmers there are now various
committees and conferences at the local and
national levels. Continuing consideration is
given to more effective means of advancing
this objective.
