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what I said, was that responsible bodies such
as the provincial legislatures of the three
prairie provinces as well as the Canadian
Federation of Agriculture, the Farmers Union
and a number of other bodies had made these
representations to the government. Certainly,
if responsible bodies such as these make
representations, this government takes them
seriously. :

Mr. S. J. Korchinski (Mackenzie): I should
like to ask the minister whether the govern-
ment is now in a position to award an acreage
payment to western farmers, something
which the government headed by my right
hon. friend from Prince Albert did.

Mr. Olson: That, also, is part of the
representations which are under considera-
tion.
