SUGGESTED WITHDRAWAL OF PROGRAM CIRCULAR D-1
PENDING REVIEW BY STANDING COMMITTEE-MOTION

UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Arnold Malone (Battle River): Mr. Speaker, I, too,
rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 to move a
motion on a matter of urgent and pressing necessity. In
view of the fact that a number of statements made in the
Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development
program circular D-1 places Canada's status Indians in a

non-workable economic position, and since in a letter to
native peoples from the assistant deputy minister of
Indian and Eskimo Affairs it is stated that the conditions
are "non-negotiable" and that "these terms and conditions
remain mandatory", I would, therefore, move, seconded by
the hon. member for Lambton-Kent (Mr. Holmes):

That this House instruct the minister in charge of Indian Affairs to
retract, in full, the implementation of program circular D-1 until this
matter can be fully reviewed by the Standing Committee on Indian
Affairs and Northern Development.

LABOUR CONDITIONS

EFFECT OF STRIKE OF LONGSHOREMEN IN QUEBEC ON FEED
GRAIN SUPPLY-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Eudore Allard (Rimouski): Mr. Speaker, pursuant
to the provisions of Standing Order 43, I ask the unani-
mous consent of the House to move a motion on a matter
of urgent and pressing necessity.
