A PPOINTMENT 0F SPECI AL JOINT COMMITTEE

Mr. John Evans (Parliamentary Secretary to President of
the Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, we have here the same
procedure again. I would like to move the following motion:

That a Special Joint Committee of the Senate and of the House ol'(ommons
bc appoînted to consîder the Reports of the Commîssioner of Orficial Languages.

That ail sucb reports be deemed to bave been or to be upon tabling referred to
thme Committee:

That nine Members of the House of Commons. to be desîgnated ai a l,îter
date. be members on the part of this House on the Special Joint Committee;

That the Commîttee bave power to sit during sittings and adjournments of the
House ofrCommonis:

That the Commîttee have power to report rromt tîme to tîme, to send ror
persans, papers and records. and to examine witnesses and to print sucb papers
and evidence rrom day to day as may be ordered by the Committee.

That the Committee be empowered to retain proressional, clerîcal and steno-
graphie help as may be required:

That a quorum of the Committee be rour members. sshenevcr a vote,
resolution or other decision is taken. so long as both Houses aîre represented and
that the Joint Chairmen be authorized to hold meetings, t0 reccîve evîdence aînd
authorize the printing thereor, when three members are present so long as both
Houses tire represented; and

That a message be sent to the Senate requestîng that that House do anîte svîth
thîs House for the above purpose, and to select. if the Senate deems it to be
advisable. members to act on the proposed Special Joint Commîttee.

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Does the Hon. Parliamentary Secre-
tary have the unanimous consent of the House to move this
motion?

Hon. Erik Nielsen (Yukon): Thank you for authorizing the
controller to activate my microphone so that I can be heard,
Mr. Speaker. Would the Parliamentary Secretary again give
us the same assurance with respect to that motion as he has
with respect to the previous two?

There is one other thing that should be said about this
particular Comnmittee. 1 understand that in its interim report a

completion date on its work has been placed which some
Members feel is unlikely to, be met. 1 assume that under those
circumstances the Government would convey to the committee
members, both in this place and the other place, that the
option is open to them to submit a further interim report to
their respective Houses requesting an extension of time to sit if
that indeed is necessary.

Mr. Evans: Mr. Speaker, 1 can give the same assurance. In
fact, 1 have other motions to present and 1 can give the same
assurance with A those motions at once, but I think the Hon.
N4ember is thinking of the wrong motion. This one establishes
the Joint Committee on Officiai Languages, and the one to
which he is referring is the Joint Committee on Senate
Reform.

APPOINTMENT 0F SPECIAL COMMITTEE

Mr. John Evans (Parliamentary Secretary to President of
the Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, 1 would like to move also:

That a Specîi Comnîittee consisting of Mr. Daudlin. Mr. Kelly. Mr.
Lewycky, Mr. NleCauley. Mr. Matges, Mr. Paproski and Mr. Veillette act as
Parliamcntary Task Force on Participaition of Visible Minorities in Canadian
Society, be .ippointed to examine the subjeet-matter described by its titie. and in
particular:

(1) to secs positive and constructive ideas and miodels pertaîning explicitly to
ameliorating relaîtions within Canada betsseen visible minority aind other
Canadians,
(2) to identity and investigate positive examples and models of the promotion
or harmonious relations betwecn visible minority Canadjans .ind other Canadi-
ans. particularly in înstitution,îl areas. and find ways and means of improvîng
those relations;
(3) to seek the vîews that conitrîbute constructively and posiiively 10 the
promotion of racial tolerance. understanding and harniony of concerned
voluntary. communîty and minorîîy groups and organîzations and individuals,
as well as business. proressional and trade associations, labour unions, public
and prîvate institutions aind relevant specialists;
(4) wîtbîn a general review to consîder Federal Government policies and
programns in the area of race relations.
(5) to recommend the development of positive programs that the Commitîc
rînds necessary to promote raîcial understandîng. toleranî.e ,ind harmony in
Canidian society; and
(6) to encourage the continuation of the dialogue that ssill be initiated, in a
climate that is open and constructive.
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
