to deceive the publie. I bope this may be
the last opportunity 1 shah bhave to cal
the attention of the Seuate to the mauner
lu %vbich the preseut goverument adminis-
ter the public fuuds lu conuection 'wlth the
Civil Service. 1 am surprised that tbe
lion. senator from Wellington lias takzen
these evasions of the law so ca]mly and
eoolir. 1 amn surprisedl tbat the ghost of
the former James MeMnilulen of the Hlouse
of Commons does not haunt about mid-
night the dreams of the hou. senator from
Wellington. 1 would bave expected to
have heard hlm lu the souorous touies lu
whlcb be generally uddresses the House,
deuounciug- the practice wbicb prevailed lu
the past and wblch is so Iuteaslfied. lu the
estimates before us..

Hou. Mr. SCOTT-The preseut goveru-
ment are folloilng a bad example. Turn
up the statutes anywbere aud you fiud
items witb these words unotwhbstandiug
auytblng lu the Civii Service Act to tbe
coutrary.'

Hon. Mr. SC0O'l r-The bon, gentleman
assumed tbioséý sins are paid out. Iu
liait a million of stncb votes there may uot
be over $100 paidl ont, but in order to justify
paymeats to a single clerk w-ho happeus to
be lu a departmient, tbose words hiave to
be added. 1 tara to the ýSupply Bihl of
1894. w-heu the lion. gentlemnîn himself was
premier, and I fiud the foliowiag amounts
uppear, 'Notwithstauding auytlîîng lu the
Civil Service Act to the coutrary':

-Department of Justice $2,455.
Marine and Fisheries $43,S50.
Printiug and Stationery $27,409.
Customs $36,0OO.

Then ou tbe next page, 'Civil Goyerument
$1,400,' aud so ou. Thein 1 fiud, turuing
over unother page, adfitionai puy to persons
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l)erInateIity employed lu the public service.
&c., under the beadîng of 'canais,' $15,-
000. It does flot follow because -large
amounuts appear that any considerable por-
tion of tbeui wll be paid out. We bave
to take the bulk sum to NaY outslde officiais
who have no status, lu order to puy them
an extra amount somnetimes, and we have
to put lu those words. From time In-
mnemorli l t lias been doue that way.

Hon. Mr. .McMe3ULLEN-Thie Bill before
the House has flot coîne a moment to
soon1. Wheu I was lu the House of Coin-
.mous, 1 criticized the extra pay to civil ser-
vants where these words ' notwitbistauding
anytbing- iu the Civil Service Act,' appeur-
ed. but stili it went o11 froin year to yeur,
and no doubt It lias increased siîîce. Clvii
servants are neyer doue demauding, beg-
giag, seeking, to get increases of saiary or
uliowance of pay for extra work. It ap-
pears to be a disease thalt attncks every
inan wheu he is appoluted to the civil ser-
vice, and he neyer ceuses pressing bis dlaim
lu every way he possibly cari for some lu-
creased allowance. That has been the

policy adopted by the civil service as a
class for many 3 ears, and I-hope that the
passage of tbis civ il service Bill wiil Put
an absolute stop to suchl appeals. The old

goverument was bothered lu that way no

doubt. The bou. Secretary of State bas
pointed out thut it, bas been the custom
f or years to grant Iucreased allowauces un-
der the .item 'Notwithstaudiug anythiug ln

tbe Civil Service Act. I repeat, this Bill
to amend the Civil Service Act bas not come
lu a momueut too soon. I regret It does not
go further, but it Is a step lu the rig-bt
direction. I hope we wlll go on improv-
iug its provisions and that eveutually it

will be extenided to tbe outside service, and
that ail branches of tbe service will be
made subject to the Act. It caunot be

doue a moment too soou. I hope some pro-

vision will be made by wlicb auy civil ser-

vant shahl forfeit bis position if it can be

proved that hie made application persoually
or througb others for au Increase of sahary
or allowvance. We waut to Put n stop to
ail thiat sort of thlug. in the past, a large

portion of the time of mluisters was taken

up answerlug letters of friends urging ap-
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
