Since the question of the organi-
zation of the Department of Physiczl Xducation was
last brought before the Corporation of the Univereity,
the Athletics Committee of Corvoration have been re-
ceiving the views of the difiterent Faculties as to the
Constitution of the Standing Committee. In order to meet
these views, the Atnletics Committee propose to alter
Paragraph 3 of the Kesolution covering this. As altered,
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Paragraph 3 will read as follows:-

"3" The Committee shall consist of nine mewbers, one
of whom shall be named as Chairman, and its composition
shall be as follows:-

(a) A representative from the Governors
of the University.

Three members at large to be appointed

by the Governores of the University.

Three members appointed by Corporation
to represent the Faculties of Arts,
Vediecine and Science.

A representative of the Graduates'
Stadiur Committee.

The President of the Athletic Association
(who shall be entitled to vote only on
such matters as bear directly on swdent
activities) ."

Dince some wisunderstanding would appear

to have arisen with regard to representstion in this De-
partment for the women students of the Universgity, it has
been thought well to dispel any misapprehensione that may
exist in regard to this matter by stating the mwanner in
which it is proposed to adrinister the work for women in
this Department.
