PETROGRAD, Oct. :18.—8everal im-
portant successes were gained by the
Russian forces sonth of the Pripet
marshes, on the middle Styr, accord-
ing to the official statement of the
war office tonight. Over 3500 German
and Austrian soldiers, besides officers,
were captured. Five hundred were
taken prisoner in the occupation of
Soviechtchitzy, above Rafaiovka, as
well as thirteen officers, including two
battalion commanders. Near Pod-
cberevitchy station, west of Rafal-
ovka, Russian Cossacks, in a brilliant
charge, captured 80 officers, 1000 men
and some machine guns. The Village
of Koslinitchi was occupied, below
Czartorisk. Above this town the
Russians occupied Novoseiki, on the
Styr, and eaptured its bridgehead,
and repulsing an enemy counter-at-
tack, took over 300 German and Aus-
trian soldiers pnisoners. as well as
many bomb throwers and some tele-
graph stores. At dawn yesterday the
czar's troops entered Kulikoviehi,
above Novoselki, capturing over 1000
men and many ' machine guns and
bomb throwers.

On the Dvinsk front the Germans
did not ‘attempt to resume the offen-
sive after their attacks were repulsed
yesterday. Germans were dislodged
rom the Village of Nourviantzy with

enormous losses, the Russlans taking
many priscners and capturing many
machine guns,
